The City Council meeting was called to order by Mayor Melanie Widmer at
7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 28, 2009 in the Madras City Hall Council Chambers.

Mayor Widmer requested that the following changes be added to the meeting
agenda:

- Section IV, “Visitor Comments”, which had inadvertently been left off of the
meeting agenda.

City Administrator Morgan asked that “Grasslands Letter to Encourage the
Grasslands to Retain an Office in Madras” be added to the meeting agenda, as
well.

Mayor Widmer mentioned for the record that her business, Madras Sanitary
Service, would be receiving a payment from the City of Madras.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR WALT CHAMBERLAIN AND
SECONDED BY COUNCILOR TOM BROWN THAT COUNCIL APPROVE THE
CONSENT AGENDA WITH THE REVISION. THE MOTION PASSED
UNANIMOUSLY, 4/0.
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Council offered no objections to the changes to the meeting agenda that had
been requested.

VISITOR COMMENTS

Mayor Widmer provided those in attendance with an opportunity to present
comments at this time.

There were no comments offered.

CENTRAL OREGON GOLDEN GLOVES ACADEMY
REQUEST FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Mark Evans explained that his group had submitted a written request asking that
the City help them fund two of their events at the Madras High School.

Councilor Brown wanted to know when the events would be taking place.

Mark Evans said that they are proposing to hold one event in October 2009 and
the other in February 2010.

Councilor Chamberlain referred to the letter dated June 8, 2009 from the Central
Oregon Golden Gloves Academy which indicated that the Jefferson County
Commission had funded one of these events, and asked Mr. Evans how much
the Jefferson County Commission had given them.

Mark Evans mentioned that the County Commission had not funded the entire
event. He said that they awarded them $1,000 for the event that was held
approximately one month ago at the Madras High School.

Councilor Chamberlain asked if these events would be held at the Madras High
School as well.

Mark Evans explained that in the past they use to hold the events at Westside
Elementary School but the High School is a better venue. He mentioned that
they have to work around the High School's scheduling because during the
Winter months they have football, wrestling, and basketball.
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City Administrator Morgan said that he had asked that the Council not make a
decision until we started the new fiscal year and had a chance to estimate our
ending fund balance to make sure that we hit that target, and we did. He
explained that he has always supported contributions to the kid’'s programs as
long as the City could afford it.

He reminded the Council that they had set aside approximately $9,000 to help
with the Centennial this year. This is where the Council will have to take the
money from. He advised Council that he thinks that they could use some of this
money to fund this and still leave them with enough money to meet their
Centennial goal.

Councilor Chamberlain asked Mr. Evans if he has other potential funding sources
or if the City of Madras is his last hope. He wanted to know if the City were to
contribute $1,000, like the Jefferson County Commissioners did, if this would be
enough to hold these events or if he would be strapped for money.

Mark Evans advised Councilor Chamberlain that they would make the events
happen with or without funding from the City. They have the potential to make
$2,500 or so off of an event. He said that they would essentially be pretty much
doubling the money which goes back into their account to pay for trips, utilities on
the building, and equipment. They operated out in Culver for five or six years
with no help. He told the Council that the funding would definitely help them but
they would not be dead in the water.

Councilor Chamberlain wanted to know if they plan fund raisers that the young
people get involved in.

Mark Evans explained that their major fund raiser is the “Golden Gloves Event".
They raised about $7,000 or $8,000 from this event after paying for the State
team to go to Regionals. He said that he had to pay for the airline tickets, food,
and lodging for four days down in Las Vegas. This is their big event but it costs
them a lot to put that event on as well.

This funding would help them put on some smaller events locally and would ease
the burden for him as he would not have to go out and knock on people’s doors
asking them for $100 here and $200 there.

Councilor Chamberlain asked Mr. Evans if the High School was giving them any
kind of break on this.
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Mark Evans assured him that they were. He said that believe it or not the cost
listed in his June 8, 2009 letter is for the janitor and supplies. He told Councilor
Chamberlain that the High School does not charge them anything for use of the
building.

Councilor Chamberlain asked City Administrator Morgan if the City had anything
in mind that would help the Council understand how much money we are going
to want to spend on the Centennial.

City Administrator Morgan suggested he ask Mayor Widmer and Councilor
Embanks this question as they are on the Centennial Celebration Steering
Committee.

Mayor Widmer explained that they just started meeting with their core committee
group and started brainstorming some activities. They will be doing some fund
raisers to try to raise some money. She said that obviously it is Madras’ birthday
so Madras should be funding at least a reasonable share of the costs. They do
not have a budget.

Councilor Embanks advised Councilor Chamberlain that they have not been able
to estimate any costs yet because they do not know how extensive they will be
able to get because of the time constraints. He mentioned that one of the things
that they can do is ask some of the different groups that are involved in the
celebration to apply for some grants through the Jefferson County Cultural
Coalition. They have about $6,000 available that they can parcel out in small
amounts to different organizations that will be doing something involving cultural,
heritage, music, etc.

He pointed out that this is the first time that he has been on a Centennial
Committee so he has no idea what they should be doing.

Mark Evans explained that law enforcement donates the School Resource
Officer for their use as well. This is another expense that isn't listed.

Mayor Widmer noted that one thing to consider about the Centennial is that part
of it will be in the next fiscal year so the City does not need to have all of the
resources this year.

City Administrator Morgan told the Council that they can make a decision on this
request tonight. This money is part of the roughly $9,000 that the Council held
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for the year after they made all of their regular commitments to the various
entities.

He explained the process to Councilor Brown since he was not on the City
Council at the time of the budget meetings. He said that the Council invited
everyone in that they knew had shown an interest in receiving Transient
Occupancy Tax. They scheduled a period during one of the Budget Meetings
and everybody got up and explained their program. Over the course of that
meeting and possibly the next meeting, the Council tried to figure out how to
address those requests and at what level.

Councilor Chamberlain said that as a Pastor in town he gets invited to the FEMA
Funding Council and the United Way when they allocate funding. Usually the
committees will receive ten to twenty requests from different benevolent
organizations (e.g. the Girl Scouts, the Ministerial Association) that want to share
in those funds. They always set up an interview time and give these
organizations fifteen minutes to explain their program and why they would like to
receive funding. This committee would usually divide the money up equally
among all of those people who were asking for it.

He mentioned that he is wondering if the City shouldn’t move toward that kind of
a process where there would be an opportunity specific to the budget time frame
where anybody who had a request could come and make that request. They
could then look at them altogether rather than draw these requests throughout
the year the way we typically do now.

Mayor Widmer noted that the City typically does this now.

City Administrator Morgan explained that this is the most interest we have had.
He said that he believes that this is a sign of the economy. During the course of
the year the unexpected issues come up. It is not budgeted but the City will be
asked for a $100 contribution for an advertisement for the Civilian Air Patrol and
we always buy that. There are not many of these little things but there are a few.

Most of this money is targeted towards economic development. The City has
spent almost $74,000 this year between the Chamber of Commerce and our
membership in Economic Development for Central Oregon (EDCO), and then we
try to help all of the other community programs that come in. The City does not
fund some requests because they haven't performed.

If we had FEMA money available and it is not spent then we can actually be
penalized so it is very important that we get that FEMA money out to groups (e.g.
to very low income people and it must be food and shelter related). This was a
great year to be on the FEMA committee because of the stimulus package. They
received a huge chunk of money and normally they have just pennies to work
with.

He told Councilor Chamberlain that relative to his suggestion the Council can
certainly do this as part of the budget process. He recommended that even if the
Council does this, that they do like they did this year and make sure that they
hold some back for these other activities during the course of the year.

Mayor Widmer noted that during the budget process several groups did come in
and make presentations.

Councilor Embanks mentioned the need to fund either a portion of this or all of it;
possibly somewhere between $1,500 and $2,900.

Councilor Brown suggested the possibility of sponsoring one of the events for
$1,450 as this is a worthwhile project.

Councilor Embanks recommended that this be rounded to $1,500.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR TOM BROWN AND SECONDED BY
COUNCILOR WALT CHAMBERLAIN THAT COUNCIL PUT $1,500 INTO
THEIR EVENT FUND. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 4/0.

City Administrator Morgan encouraged Mr. Evans to submit a written funding
request next year by no later than January 1, 2010. The request will be
presented to the Budget Committee for their consideration during the budgeting
process.

WY'EAST RESOURCE CONSERVATION AND DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL
REQUEST FOR FUNDING FOR ENTERPRISE FACILITATION PROJECT

Patricia Gainsforth and Dee Goodman were, once again, in attendance to
request funding assistance from the City for their Enterprise Facilitation Project.
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Mayor Widmer advised Ms. Gainsforth and Ms. Goodman that as they probably
heard, the City does not have sufficient funds available to fully fund their request
but she thinks that there is room for some discussion. She asked Dee Goodman
if she would like to talk more about how this program helped her as a local
business person.

Dee Goodman said that she started a barber shop here in January 2009. She
mentioned that she has moved forward and has now been able to close this shop
and put her business on the internet as a franchise, and without their help she
would not have been able to do this. Everything was completely free. She told
the Council that she didn’t have to go it alone.

She explained that she now sits on the Project Management Board. In her
opinion, this is a wonderful program for anybody that is in business that is having
a problem, or for anybody that is starting a business. She has been to other
groups and all she got from them was an hour on how they did theirs. She
needed help on how to make her business work.

Councilor O’'Meara requested clarification that she had said that she closed her
shop.

Dee Goodman said that she closed her shop here, went on-line, and now has
turned into a franchise and sells her trademark. She explained that she is in the
process of selling the first franchise to someone in Las Vegas. She indicated
that she is still working out of Jefferson County on the internet.

Patricia Gainsforth advised Council that this was a very good idea as Ms.
Goodman has products.

She told the Council that they have a Resource Board, which is the group that
brainstorms locally to help people meet their various needs (e.g. a place to locate
their business). They do this with a local group that signs a confidentiality
agreement. The facilitator describes the needs of the business as wanting to
come into town. This group brainstorms and generally comes up with very good
ideas. She said that she would be looking for, in addition to Dee Goodman, any
Council members or business people that would like to be on this Resource
Board.

She mentioned that Wy'East Resource Conservation and Development, the

parent of this program, actually has slots on its Board for all of the cities and all of
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the counties as well as the conservation districts. It takes a few hours a month to
be on the Wy’'East Board. This Board meets here in Madras every other month.

Councilor Chamberlain said that he is wondering if the Central Oregon
Intergovernmental Council does some of the same kinds of things that this
program does (e.g. help small business people get their ideas going and get
them funded). He wanted to know if they are overlapping the same kind of
services.

Patricia Gainsforth told Councilor Chamberlain that they do some very similar
things. What the Enterprise Facilitator does is help an individual get very
organized with their thinking. What they are actually doing is helping develop a
triangulation of support that is much more intimate and personal relative to that
business and their needs.

Councilor Embanks explained that one of the problems is that the City has a very
limited amount of money available. He told Ms. Gainsforth and Ms. Goodman
that the City has to retain a certain amount for the Centennial, and are really
unsure of how much that is right now. He said that $8,000 is more than what we
have.

Patricia Gainsforth advised Council that some of the things that Dennis Ross
from Maupin has done, has been to go out and ask for grants to support their
share of the expense. She told the Council that there are ways in addition to cold
hard cash that can help them.

Mayor Widmer asked Ms. Gainsforth if she knows what organizations Mr. Ross
has sought grant funding from.

Patricia_Gainsforth could not answer her question. She said that Maupin has
been a $5,000 per year contributor towards the cost of the person they hired
since this started.

Mayor Widmer told Ms. Gainsforth that she would contact Mr. Ross to find out
where he had gotten some of the grant funds. She suggested that they submit a
funding request in January as it would help them in deciding how to allocate the
small amount of funding that is available.

Councilor Chamberlain asked that this issue be tabled until the next meeting
because he was not clear on the amount being requested and is not clear yet on
how it might be met if there is grant money available. He said that he hates
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telling anybody no, but once in awhile you have to say that we need to take a
longer look to see if this is going to work in some way.

Patricia Gainsforth told the Council that this really is a long-term commitment.

City Administrator Morgan asked Ms. Gainsforth if they had any luck in
approaching Jefferson County.

Patricia Gainsforth advised him that they had not received any funding from

Jefferson County yet, but they had received funding from other counties.

City Administrator Morgan explained that Jefferson County had recently received
$415,000 for economic development. He encouraged her to go and speak with
Jefferson County Administrator, Jeff Rasmussen.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

The “Statement for Quasi-judicial Matters” for the land use hearings was listed on
the City Council meeting agenda and copies of the agenda were made available
to the public.

A. 2009 STREETSCAPE DESIGN REPORT

1) Open Public Hearing

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:35 p.m.

2) Staff Report

Francesca Patricolo told the Council that she is here today because
the Planning Commission recommended that the Council take a
look at the 2009 Streetscape Design Report, and hopefully also
approve it.

The City went through a detailed process to have this report
developed. She said that basically this is a document that outlines
the process that we went through and provides recommendations.
These recommendations are about options and opportunities that
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we have available to create the Madras streetscape that we want to
see.

How do we know that this is what we want to see? She mentioned
that we went through a detailed process that included literature
review, and included a review of other city’s plans, like the City of
Culver that has a Streetscape Plan, ordinances, etc.

She said that she conducted a street inventory of our infrastructure,
and made maps of what she found so she observed existing
conditions. She told the Council that she went to the community
and provided a number of streetscape design consultations.

She explained that she had asked 48 individuals the following
questions:

- What do you like?

- What are your priorities in terms of these options and
opportunities that we have in order to improve our
streetscape?

A streetscape is ultimately an economic development tool and
increases safety and beauty overall. We want people to shop
locally; people who live here. We also want all of the people
passing through town to get out of their cars and participate in our
economy.

The information the community provided directly shaped the
recommendations in the Streetscape Design Report.

In addition, the Planning Commission had a work session where
they went through every single recommendation and discussed
them. She told the Council that the Planning Commission had
recommended that she add two more goals; one is a short-term
goal, and the other is a long-term goal. The short-term goal is for
planning to take a look at our options and opportunities for adding a
green streetscape electrical plan. The long-term goal is to
implement whatever plan we come up with. They want to know if
there is anything that we can do to save money by being more
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green and more sustainable with the electricity that operates within
our right-of-way.

The Planning Commission also added some language to short-term
Goal #4 to ensure the consideration of purchasing streetscape
products made in Oregon before considering purchasing them
elsewhere.

She then offered to answer any questions the Council might have
about the recommendations or about the process.

3) Comments From the Public

Mayor Widmer provided those in attendance with an opportunity to
present comments at this time.

There were no comments offered.

4) Close Public Hearing

The Public Hearing was closed at 7:40 p.m.

5) Council Deliberations

Councilor Embanks explained that this was quite a project to take
on and the input that Francesca received from people in the
community provided a good guideline on how to develop the streets
in the City. He said that he believes everything here even supports
the Master Plans we have in place for city development. In his
opinion, accepting this report is a good idea.

Mayor Widmer agreed.

Councilor Chamberlain mentioned that he appreciates all of the
work and effort that went into the report. He told Francesca that the
number of people she got involved in the process was very healthy.
He said that this was wisely done and that he agrees with the short-
term and long-term goals and the priorities. This looks good to him.
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Mayor Widmer told Francesca that she appreciated how she kept
the Council apprised on this every step of the way, so that when
she was reading through it this time she did not feel that it was all
brand new information. She said that she cannot argue with any of
the goals or any of the reasoning. In her opinion, this is all very
valid and valuable.

6) Formal Action by Council to Approve, Modify, or Reject

ORDINANCE TO FINALIZE THE ACTION. THE MOTION
PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 4/0.

B. SIGN ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT FOR NEIGHBORHOOD
KIOSKS - CITY OF MADRAS, APPLICANT

1) Open Public Hearing

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:45 p.m.

2) Council Takes Formal Action to Continue the Public Hearing
to Auqust 25, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

Community Development Director Snead reported that during their
last meeting in July, the Planning Commission directed staff to
make a change to the proposed Text Amendment so he does not
have the Text Amendment before the Council at this time. Staff is
incorporating the requested change and will be obtaining Planning
Commission approval next Wednesday (August 5, 2009).

Staff is asking that the City Council continue the Public Hearing to
August 25, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.
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A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR WALT CHAMBERLAIN
AND SECONDED BY COUNCILOR KEVIN O'MEARA THAT THE
PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED SIGN ORDINANCE
TEXT AMENDMENT FOR NEIGHBORHOOD KIOSKS BE
CONTINUED TO THE AUGUST 25, 2009 CITY COUNCIL
MEETING. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 4/0.

C. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TEXT AMENDMENT (#PA-09-1)
AMENDMENT TO CITY OF MADRAS PARKS AND OPEN SPACE
MASTER PLAN - CITY OF MADRAS, APPLICANT

1) Open Public Hearing

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:46 p.m.

2) Mayor asks the Council members to disclose any potential or
existing conflicts of interest or ex parte contact

There were no disclosures made.

3) Mayor asks if any Council members will be abstaining from
participation in the public hearing

No City Council members announced that they would be abstaining
from participation in the public hearing.

4) Mayor provides those in attendance with an opportunity to
present challenges as to City Council impartiality

Those in attendance did not offer any challenges as to the City
Council’s impartiality.

5) Staff Report

Community Development Director Snead explained that City staff
has been working on the Parks and Open Space Master Plan and
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has found that Figure 3-10 [dated October 2004] is really not up-to-
date with a lot of the facilities that are being planned. He said that
staff has been using the “draft” Willow Creek Trail System Map, that
the Council often sees in the City Council Chambers, for a lot of
their planning for Willow Creek and the other new parks that are
being planned as development comes in.

Staff is proposing to amend the City’'s Parks and Open Space
Master Plan, specifically Figure 3-10, the Potential Madras Parks,
Open Space, and Trails Map. This is the same map as the draft
Madras Willow Creek Trail System. This includes all of the planned
trails, parks and open space areas that we would like to see built in
our community. This is really a strategic update for the City.

The Community Development Department and Public Works
Department uses this map when development comes in as a tool to
identify whether there will be a park planned in that particular
neighborhood or when a subdivision comes in and they need to
dedicate some trail and improve that trail. It is also used when
leveraging grants (e.g. Willow Creek Trail, Bridges, etc.).

The Planning Commission made a motion to refer this to the City
Council.

He told the Council that Dennis Prince was in attendance this
evening specifically for this agenda item. He said that he was
disappointed to say that his concern was not addressed, although it
was staff's absolute intent that it be addressed.

He pointed to a small orange colored area on the map at the South
Y and said that Mr. Prince had testified before the Planning
Commission requesting that the small orange colored area be
removed as potential parks property. City staff agreed that there
would not be a park at that location.

He said that he had worked with the Public Works Department staff
to get the map drafted with that change but it somehow got
overlooked.

He recommended, if Mr. Prince agrees, that the Council approve
the planned amendments to the map and removal of Mr. Prince’s
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property. This correction can be clearly stated in the record this

evening, and the minor change made by staff, or the Council can
ask that the corrected map be brought back at the next meeting.

6) Applicant Comments (City of Madras is the Applicant)

There were no additional comments presented at this time.

7) Proponent Testimony

Mayor Widmer asked Mr. Prince if he would like to present any
comments for the record and if he had a preference on whether the
amended map should be brought back before the Council or
whether the Council should approve the proposed Text Amendment
at this time.

Dennis Prince explained that he does not know how long the map
has been this way. He might, fifteen years down the road, decide
to sell his place, and suddenly find that it has been zoned as a
park. Everybody he has talked to has told him, oh well, we are
never going to do that, but they might not even be alive or living in
the community at that time. He said that he just wanted to cover
his bases in advance.

City Administrator Morgan mentioned that the gateway, where the
totem pole is located, is State property. Staff believes that when
the GIS person was in there mapping the area he made it a park
area. He assured the Council that it was clearly not intended to be
zoned as a park or open space as it is private property owned by
Mr. Prince. He said that the underlying zone is Commercial, and
for the record that is what it is zoned. Staff will make sure that the
map reflects this.

Councilor O’Meara told the Council that he personally would prefer
that staff change the map before the Council approves this as he
has had a personal issue where we agreed to one thing and it
never got done until five years later. He said that he can see the
same thing happening here with Mr. Prince. Everybody agrees that
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this will happen, but if it doesn’t happen and if Mr. Prince does not
follow-up on it, it can slip through the cracks.

8) Opponent Testimony

There were no comments presented in opposition to the proposed
Plan Amendment.

9) Neutral Comments

There were no comments offered.

10) Rebuttal - Applicant

There were no additional comments presented at this time.

11) Close Public Hearing

The Public Hearing was closed at 7:54 p.m.

12) Council Deliberations

Councilor Chamberlain referred to the green asterisks that
represent conceptual park locations and asked how those locations
were arrived at.

City Administrator Morgan explained that they are part of the
original Parks Master Plan that was adopted by the City Council.

Councilor Chamberlain wanted to know how long ago that was.

City Administrator Morgan replied around 2004 or 2005.

Councilor Chamberlain asked if these are real properties that the
City can develop into parks at some point.
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City Administrator Morgan told Councilor Chamberlain that this
went through an extensive public letting process.

Councilor Chamberlain said that the reason he asked this question,
if he is not mistaken in his counting, is that he sees eight asterisks
on the West side of the Highway 97 corridor and seven on the East
side. In his opinion, this is a pretty good balance between the West
side and the East side of town. He mentioned that he is very happy
to see this especially in light of some of the comments being made
recently about how the City is taking the only park away from the
West side of town.

City Administrator Morgan referred to the Skate Park and explained
that the City had tried to buy that whole lot. It was sold during the
peak of the market to out-of-state investors so we missed it. In his
opinion, that would have been a terrific location.

He said that he and Gus has, since that time, met with a developer
and negotiated for the creation of a linear park that would stretch all
of the way from “J” Street to “H” Street. This would be fantastic
especially for the kids that do the bicycling, picnicking, etc. This
would be a fully developed park. Unfortunately this development
did not occur obviously due to the economy.

Staff is regularly, whenever we have the opportunity, trying to
pursue things to enhance that park area as that is a good spot.

Councilor Chamberlain suggested the need to make public the fact
that the City is trying to balance the parks in the community and is
not trying to eliminate the West side of town or ignore it in some
way.

City Administrator Morgan pointed out that the City has another
park on Belmont Lane. It is a pocket park. It is incredibly difficult to
develop because it has no direct street access. In other words it is
sort of hidden behind some houses and you take a little walkway to
get to it. There is another pocket park in the Juniper Crest
Subdivision that has been kept as a green open space. These
parks are nice but we want a little more robust and developed park
on that side of town.

Community Development Director Snead said that Councilor
Chamberlain mentioned one thing that he would like to clarify.
What he believes he heard is that the green asterisks may be
parcel specific. This is not always the case. The asterisks indicate
that we need a park in these general vicinities.

Councilor Chamberlain mentioned that it is not already identified
ground.

Community Development Director Snead explained that if there
becomes a park somehow available right where that asterisk is it
would be great and would meet with the intent of our plan but if the
City needs to shift that around a little bit when a development
comes in we would be amiable with that.

This is intended to be a long-term comprehensive plan document to
make Council aware of how staff intends to use it and how our
policies and regulations implement this as well.

Mayor Widmer inquired about the Private Hillcrest Park.

Community Development Director Snead advised Mayor Widmer
that now a days when a subdivision comes in the City requires a
dedication of land for park purposes.

In the past, if someone retained that land they would have to
maintain it. The access and maintenance of private parks became
an issue. The City has totally gone to requiring dedication of the
property, giving the City sole ownership, so we can make sure that
the park has access and is open to all of the residents in that area.

Councilor Widmer pointed out that this is basically her neighbor’s
yard. She wanted to know if it is dedicated as a park and if whoever
owns that house in the future has to maintain the huge yard. She
said that she understands that no one can go on their property, and
asked if they could just build on it.

Community Development Director Snead could not answer her
question but suggested that she come to his office and they could
go through the file. He indicated that it should be pretty easy to find
the answer to her question.
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
