A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR RICHARD LADEBY AND SECONDED BY
COUNCILOR GARY WALKER THAT COUNCIL ACCEPT THE CONSENT AGENDA,
AS WRITTEN. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 5/0.

\'} VISITOR COMMENTS

Running Through Stop Signs

Scott Hayes came forward and introduced himself to the Council. He advised Council
that this is actually a concern that he has had for quite some time now. He explained
that it is that time where you shouid try to bring a solution instead of a problem, but he
really does not know what the solution is other than somewhere along the lines in law
enforcement. He acknowledged that the City does not have the means to put an officer
at every stop sign in Jefferson County.

He mentioned that he has really noticed over the last couple of years, and even more so
lately, that people are running stop signs. He indicated that he has almost been hit
probably about four times in the past six months and it is almost as if they are coming to
the stop sign with their mind already set on not stopping. He has actually had them look
at him, laugh, and go through the stop sign because he had stopped at the stop sign as
he could tell that they had no intention of stopping.
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The other day, down by the bowling alley, he almost got hit. He advised Council that he
decided to come to them after talking to others that were also concerned, so he knew
that he was not alone in this. He mentioned that he did not know where to take this
concern so thought that he would start here. This happens everywhere, but it is really
prevalent here. He indicated that he is on the roads a lot as he does lawn maintenance
and landscaping so is out and about, and goes to the gym at 5:00 a.m. in the morning
and people are just blazing across the main drags like nobody is there.

In his opinion, it has gotten much worse than he has ever seen around here and he
thinks that it is a dangerous situation. He explained that he has gotten to three incidents
after the fact at 10th Street and Chestnut over by his house. His next door neighbor was
hit there one day as well. By 9:00 a.m. in the morning the stop signs at Beverly and
Cedar or Beverly and Chestnut have probably been run a dozen times.

Mayor Embanks asked Mr. Hayes if he is aware of any areas other than the ones he
mentioned where he has seen more of this going on or is it all over.

Scott Hayes told Mayor Embanks that it is all over. It is interesting to him as he actually
does custodial work and attends Madras Christian Church and it really seems that since
the Courthouse and City Hall has all moved over here, that main is being run all of the
time. It doesn't seem to be any particular group (e.g. men, women, old, young), it just
seems that everybody is in a hurry anymore and stop signs have just become a
suggestion.

You can almost see the mentality of psychology that is taking place and that is that they
have decided that they were going to run it before they got there and then when they
have to stop because you are there, they almost can't do it mentally, phone in hand, or
otherwise.

Police Chief Stanfill thanked Mr. Hayes for coming to the Council and bringing this to
their attention. He explained that one of the things that they can do is the extra patrol
when the department has people available, looking for that particular violation similar to
the pedestrian crosswalk enforcement that they do which is grant funded. There are a
lot of problems with people not stopping for pedestrians. Unfortunately it isn't people
from Washington or elsewhere in the state. They are usually from Madras when a
vehicle versus a pedestrian so there are some driving behaviors that are inappropriate
within the community.

They can do something similar to what they have done with seatbelt enforcement and
pedestrian enforcement; hopefully with the assistance of the Madras Pioneer. They can
set something up where they put an unmarked vehicle out and do some patrols. This
will be beneficial for a lot of reasons to keep people on their toes because when they see
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the squad car, of course they are going to stop, but otherwise you have folks that will
decide to just run it.

He explained that the officers are always looking for stops as this keeps crime down
when they can stop and find somebody that is doing other things that are illegal. He
assured Mr. Hays that the Police Department will do something.

Councilor Brick told Police Chief Stanfill that if they do a safety awareness article with
the Madras Pioneer, he has an issue, not just with individuals running stop signs, but
there are three or four intersections where legally you are supposed to stop before the
crosswalk, but if he stops before the crosswalk, he cannot see oncoming traffic. He has
to go out into the crosswalk to be able to see. He wanted to know what the law is on
this.

Police Chief Stanfill explained that the law is that you stop at the stop sign and make
sure that the intersection is clear before proceeding into the intersection. He stressed
the point that you must come to a full stop before edging your way slowly into the
crosswalk. You cannot simply roll out into the crosswalk without first coming to a
complete stop. He mentioned that this is the nature of the beast when you have
buildings that block the view or semi-trucks parked somewhere that makes it difficult to
see.

Councilor Walker wanted to know if the Police Department had any cameras that could
be moved from place to place that could take pictures, and citations could be placed in
the mail.

Police Chief Stanfill advised Councilor Walker that the department has cameras but that
they are always used for crime suppression. Setting up a camera would be entirely
problematic. This is not to say that the department will not step up the enforcement. If
they do end up using a camera at some point, it would just be used for notification or
something like that.

Mayor Embanks mentioned that just reminding people what the rules are and seeing a
presence there will do something, but there is always going to be people that will roll
through a stop sign, so you just have to be vigil wherever you are at.

Vv STORY POLE, CONTINUED DISCUSSION FROM SEPTEMBER 13, 2016
CITY COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Embanks explained that he, City Administrator Burril, and Public Works Director
Hurd have been discussing what to do, if anything, with putting the pole back up. This is
probably not going to happen because of the ODOT right-of-way where the pole would
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be located, and because it is deteriorating to a point where he does not feel comfortable,
and thinks that the Council doesn't feel comfortable putting it in a public spot unless it
has some restoration work done to it.

He mentioned that he would rather go with the idea of getting the tribe involved and
getting some kind of a design that could be placed on the existing sign at the south
entrance, not on the wooden portion of the sign but maybe on the rock portion. There
are several artists in Warm Springs (e.g. Lillian Pitt and Foster Kalama) that he is trying
to contact to get some ideas from them. They would also need to determine whether the
City has the funds to construct that right now.

He told Barbara Williams and Coralee Popp that at this point he does not have a solution
for them on what to do with the pole unless they find somebody that can restore it and
has a place to put it. He suggested the possibility of placing it at the museum when the
museum is put together, but that will be several years from now.

City Administrator Burril stressed the need to make sure of the structural integrity of the
pole. He mentioned that he thinks that Public Works Director Hurd is going to have
somebody take a look at it before staff could advise Council that it can be put in a public
place. A contact in Warm Springs told him that there is some confusion around that
being a totem pole, no matter what type of pole you call it. They have indicated that this
is not honoring to their tribe, so in his opinion, this is an appropriate concern if the City
were to put that up in a high profile space. It might be in the City's best interest to find
out what type of art would be good for both communities to consider and identify funding
for that. He told the Council that he would support that. If somebody has interest in the
pole, the City will work with them, but for the reasons stated he thinks that the City would
want to explore some additional opportunities.

Barbara Williams came forward and advised Council that she is on the Board of Regents
for the Museum at Warm Springs and that they had a meeting on Friday. She brought
this subject up there, and again on Saturday evening at the Huckleberry Harvest and
she got a lot of enthusiasm to save the work of Susanna Santos. She received no
negative feedback whatsoever from anybody.

There were a few suggestions. One of those suggestions had been to place it at the
Museum at Warm Springs and another one had been that a new loading dock or
something was going in at the top of the hill and the individual she spoke with was going
to speak with the fellow constructing it to see about the possibility of putting it up there.
She said that there was a lot of sentiment about Susanna Santos and her contributions
and wanting to preserve the pole.

Carl Lundy was going to go today and look at the pole, but she kind of got the sense last
time that other than the precariousness of the Eagle on top that the condition of the pole
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was pretty good. She would like to get somebody in there to assess how bad it is. Does
it just need painting or what does it need?

Public Works Director Hurd explained that after the last City Council meeting he had
contacted one of the structural engineers that the City works with all of the time to have
him assess the state of the pole. Staff took pictures and did some tests on the bottom of
it to see if there was any dry rot and sent this information to the engineer two or three
days after the last Council meeting. He was going to come up last week to look at it to
make an assessment, but he got tied up and couldn't come. The plan is to have him
actually come and look at it and let them know whether it is sound or if it is not, what
needs to be done. Does it need to have bands put around it? Is there dry rot in it? Is it
okay to put back up? If it is okay, he was going to look at what size of foundation it
would need so we would know that if someone was going to put it back up, here is what
it was going to take.

Mayor Embanks advised Ms. Williams that the City wants something that shows our
relationship with the Tribe. It would be nice if they bought into it by providing a design
that they think is acceptable to everyone. It is going to take some time to contact artists
and get some design ideas and figure out the funding.

Barbara Williams explained that this is a great idea as it opens up an opportunity for
another artist or artists, but she also thinks that this particular story pole represents a
very important artist in the Tribe, and everybody down there that she has spoken with
agrees with that. In her opinion, having another one means there is a need to get rid of
this one.

Mayor Embanks mentioned that he is not saying that we need to get rid of the pole, but
he does not know where we could put it and we do not even know whether or not it can
be set up and be safe to be around. Until we get the test results back and have the
structural engineer look at it to see what it would need to support it safely, we cannot put
it up. He suggested the possibility of an article in the Madras Pioneer providing a history
of the pole which might resuit in some feedback.

Barbara Williams told the Council that there was an article in the Madras Pioneer and
another one in the Bend Bulletin that talked about all of the symbolism, the artists that
were involved, the collaboration, and the fact that the Chamber of Commerce paid for it.
She suggested the possibility of the article being run again.

Mayor Embanks indicated that this will probably be discussed again. He assured Ms.
Williams that the City will let her know when we get the report back.
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DOG PARK - DISCUSSION

Mayor Embanks reminded the Council that he brought this issue up at the end of the last

City Council meeting.

Jonathan Burchell advised Council that after the last meeting he and Public Works
Director Hurd got together and discussed some of the things that had been talked about.
He has been putting together a plan. He apologized as he does not have it ready yet.
They are trying to gather the following information:

- Pricing;

- The location of off-leash areas;

- What will need to be amended in the Park Ordinance if the City decides to do
this?

- Locations for doggy stations and how many will be needed. Prices range from
$99.00 to $199.00.

- Does the Council want bags and garbage cans?

- The liability associated with a dog park if someone is bitten by a dog?

- Will some parks allow dogs? Will some parks not allow dogs?

- Type of signage that will be needed.
Mayor Embanks mentioned the need to update our Parks and Recreation Plan as it has
been about ten (10) or twelve (12) years since it was last updated. Given that this is not
an urgent item to have done immediately, we can incorporate it into updating our master

plan for Parks and Recreation and put something in the plan about a dog park or dogs in
the park.

He explained that he did some brief research on dog parks online which doesn't give you
a whole lot of information, but he did find out that one of the dog parks in Bend was
created by a donation of land to the City specifically for a dog park and that the people
that became the friends of that particular dog park are now a 5013C. They have control
of the dog park as far as maintaining it and keeping supplies in place. He said that he
thinks that they get a certain amount of money from the City and from dog owners, so
there is more than one way to go about creating one of these dog parks. In his opinion,
we do not need two or three dog parks like you would have in Bend or Redmond. He
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suggested the possibility of someday having at least one dog park. Within the dog parks
you will see an area for large dogs and an area for small dogs. This is a doable item.
We need to take our time and might as well update our Parks and Recreation Master
Plan at the same time.

Vi SOLAR ECLIPSE PLANNING UPDATE

Lysa Vattimo reported that Madras is No. 1 when it comes to the Solar Eclipse. We are

getting

a lot of really good press and a lot of feedback from the capitol of our State. She

provided the following information:

They had a great meeting on September 21, 2016 with Annette Liebe, Director,
intergovernmental/Regional Solutions, from the Governor's Office.

Representatives from the State Office of Emergency Management were in
attendance and were ready to present their plan for Emergency Management for
the Solar Eclipse for the State when the City began to present our plans and the
City was ahead of their game.

There were approximately 50 people in attendance and another six (6) to eight
(8) were on the telephone from local agencies, state agencies, regions around
us, other cities, and other counties, the State Fire Marshal, etc.

City representatives stressed to the Governor's office that the City would prefer
not to go for a "Declaration of Emergency" after something happens, but
encouraged them to think of this as being proactive and provide some resources
prior to something happening here. The State Fire Marshal's office committed to
looking at the plans that are in place in case of a wild fire that are instituted after
a wild fire starts and looking at that type of plan for all kinds of emergencies that
could happen, and doing something preemptive instead of afterwards.

They have asked that the City of Madras share our plans with other counties and
cities, including Salem.

A meeting is being held tomorrow (Wednesday, September 28, 2016) with a
group of representatives from the County, the City, and the Public Health
Department to look at all of the permits that everybody is going to be using for
vendors and events, and making sure that we all have the same thoughts and
ideas about what we should ask for from our vendors and event planners who
are coming for the Solar Eclipse. What should we charge? What should we ask
for from them? What should we require from them? They are in hopes that they
will come up with a congruent package to make things easy for people, but that
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will cover the costs that will no doubt be higher for us on an event like this than a
normal event for the City.

The website is almost complete. Executive Director, Joe Krenowicz, Madras-
Jefferson County Chamber of Commerce, is gathering together some nice action
photos of what can be done for fun in Jefferson County.

The Jefferson County Tourism Group has committed to a location for RV
camping, vendors, etc.. They will be north of town on the east side of U.S.
Highway 26 by Dogwood and Elm. Their festival with music, etc. will still be at
the Jefferson County Fairgrounds.

This means that the City can actually start traffic planning and putting some plans
together with law enforcement. Since it is way up there, the County and Oregon
Department of Transportation get to work with them on the primaries and when it
feeds down into our area the City will pick it up from there.

A reporter from Orange County did extensive research about where to go to see
the Solar Eclipse. After an exhaustive multi-state quest, the quote that had been
in the Orange County Register had mentioned Madras, Oregon, the most
organized city she could find with advanced planning. Unlike the other towns she
called, the folks in Madras already seem to have their act together.

Mayor Embanks thanked Ms. Vattimo for her tireless efforts in this area as she has done

an outstanding job of pulling a lot of loose ends together over the last six to eight
months. He also thanked staff for putting this into a package that Ms.Vattimo could take
and get decisions on. The City started on this almost a year ago. He mentioned that he
was surprised at that meeting on how many other organizations were just starting to
plan. This shows that we are an organized City.

Lysa Vattimo explained that people around the state are looking to Madras, Oregon.
The Solar Eclipse experts call Madras, Oregon, the premier number one place to view
the Solar Eclipse.

Vil RESOLUTIONS

A.
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RESOLUTION NO. 24-2016

A resolution of the City of Madras authorizing the installation of two "No Thru
Truck" signs, one to be located at the intersection of South Adams Drive and "L"
Street, and one to be located at the intersection of South Adams Drive and
Tracie Street.
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Rod Fulton told the Council that staff met with some members of the public that
are concerned about people driving through the residential area by the Jefferson
County Fire Department. This area is referred to as Dave's Homes.

It had been brought up in the Public Works and Parks Committee meeting that
the City should look at putting up "No Thru Truck" signs at several locations.
One sign would be placed at South Adams Drive and "L" Street and the other
would be placed at South Adams Drive and Tracie Street. Staff is hoping that
this will detour the trucks and the traffic from going through the residential areas
as they are receiving a lot of complaints about speeding, traffic being backed up,
and trucks on streets that won't handle the heavy loads.

He explained that it is kind of confusing when they come off of U.S. Highway 97,
hit Bard Lane, and head north on South Adams Drive. They get down to a
certain location and don't have a choice, but to go through the residential area.

[Note: City Administrator Burril suggested that Rod report on the second
resolution at this time; however, the minutes have been prepared to show the
appropriate motion under each resolution.]

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR CHUCK SCHMIDT AND SECONDED
BY COUNCILOR BARTT BRICK THAT COUNCIL APPROVE RESOLUTION
NO. 24-2016 AUTHORIZING THE INSTALLATION OF TWO "NO THRU
TRUCK" SIGNS, ONE TO BE LOCATED AT THE SOUTH ADAMS DRIVE AND
"L" STREET INTERSECTION AND ONE TO BE LOCATED AT TRACIE
STREET AND SOUTH ADAMS DRIVE INTERSECTION. THE MOTION
PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 5/0.

B. RESOLUTION NO. 25-2016

A resolution of the City of Madras authorizing the installation of one solar speed
radar sign within 175 linear feet of the intersection of Hall Road and U.S.
Highway 97.

Rod Fulton advised Council that it has been reported that people are coming into
Madras at very high speeds on the south end of town, more so than anywhere
else in town. Some of the cars that come by Madras Marine are traveling at 60
to 65 mph. It was brought up during the Public Works and Parks Committee
meeting that this was a concern. The Committee was asked to look at a "Solar
Radar" sign to be installed somewhere between U.S. Highway 26 and Hall Road.
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Joe McCarroll, Oregon Department of Transportation traffic engineer, said that
basically you place the sign where you want to slow the vehicles. You do not
want to place it so far out that people forget that they are in those zones. The
Public Works and Parks Committee wanted the sign placed on Hall Road as
there is a lot of traffic that comes out of Hall Road, but there is probably ten times
that amount of traffic coming out of the Bi-Mart parking lot.

The other concern had been that we are now adding Grocery Outlet to that area,
so we are impacting that approach coming off and onto the highway. The
Committee thought that this would be a good location for placement of the sign.
The proposed location is within 150 feet of the Hall Road intersection at the
Northern Energy Propane office for the northbound traffic.

Mayor Embanks agreed that this would be the most optimal location for the sign
so we can get people slowed down, but would not be too far away so that people
forget that they have to slow down.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR RICHARD LADEBY AND
SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BARTT BRICK THAT COUNCIL APPROVE
RESOLUTION NO. 25-2016 AUTHORIZING THE INSTALLATION OF ONE
SOLAR SPEED RADAR SIGN TO BE INSTALLED WITHIN 175 FEET OF THE
INTERSECTION OF HALL ROAD AND HIGHWAY 97. THE MOTION PASSED
UNANIMOUSLY, 5/0.

AUTHORIZATION FOR THE INSTALLATION OF ONE DIRECTIONAL SIGN - "U.S.
HIGHWAY 97" LOCATED NEAR "L" STREET AND SOUTH ADAMS DRIVE

Rod Fulton explained that this has all happened since they realigned the "J" Street
Intersection. As part of the "No Thru Truck" signs, the Public Works and Parks
Committee would like to have a directional sign installed prior to the "L" Street
intersection with an arrow directing them back to U.S. Highway 97 or 5th Street as
another way to keep vehicles and truck traffic out of that area.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR BARTT BRICK AND SECONDED BY
COUNCILOR GARY WALKER THAT COUNCIL APPROVE THE INSTALLATION OF
ONE HIGHWAY 97 DIRECTIONAL SIGN TO BE INSTALLED NEAR THE
INTERSECTION OF "L" STREET AND SOUTH ADAMS DRIVE. THE MOTION
PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 5/0.
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DRAFT ORDINANCES

A. ORDINANCE NO.

An ordinance of the city of Madras establishing time, place, and manner
regulations concerning Recreational Marijuana producers, processors,
wholesalers, laboratories, and retailers.

B. ORDINANCE NO.

An ordinance amending Ordinance No. 864, which ordinance established land
use zones regulating the location of building structures and the use of land within
the City of Madras; establishing certain Recreational Marijuana businesses as
permitted uses in certain zones; establishing approval criteria and application
procedures for Recreational Marijuana businesses; superseding all other
ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith.

Mayor Embanks reminded the Council that Recreational Marijuana will be voted on
in the City of Madras during the General Election in November. If it is passed, then
the City will have written rules that can be put in place immediately. If it is not
passed, the City will not need regulations.

Community Development Director Snead explained that tonight, staff is presenting
the Council with draft ordinances. The intent tonight is to report on past activity that
has led to the development of the draft ordinances thus far and solicit feedback from
the Council as the Council sees appropriate. The Council, during their October 11,
2016 City Council meeting, will consider adoption of the ordinances, commensurate
of any feedback or changes they may request this evening.

In May the City Council passed a resolution to form an eleven member Advisory
Committee. They planned to have four meetings, but actually met five times. This
was a pretty diverse group and was a consensus based decision making committee.
Staff responded to all of the issues and concerns of the Advisory Committee and
presented both ordinances to the Planning Commission on September 7, 2016. The
Planning Commission unanimously approved the ordinances and forwarded the
ordinances to Council for their consideration this evening. The Planning Commission
didn't make any changes to the ordinances.

He told the Council that they had what he would characterize as a lot of public
involvement in the development of these ordinances. He mentioned that he is
looking for any questions, comments, changes, etc. this evening.
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City Attorney Green advised Council that a yes vote actually results in a ban. A no
vote would approve or permit these facilities to operate in the City limits. These
regulations would apply if the banning measure fails.

Community Development Director Snead explained that the one change that he
forgot to mention which is not in the drafts that he, the City Attorney, and City
Administrator Burril have discussed, would be adding to each ordinance (e.g. the
Time, Place and Manner Ordinance and the Zoning Ordinance) what he can
informally refer to as a dissolving provision, so if the vote in November decides that
Recreational Marijuana is to be prohibited in Madras, these ordinances would
automatically dissolve or not be in effect. The purpose for adding this language is to
eliminate the need for another ordinance that would repeal the ordinances should the
electors vote against allowing Recreational Marijuana to be sold within the City limits
of Madras.

Someone in the audience asked if the existing dispensaries are going to be
grandfathered in.

Community Development Director Snead pointed out that the dispensaries currently
in the City of Madras, which he believes there are four of them, have been permitted
for Medical Marijuana. A State law has been passed to temporarily allow the sale of
Recreational Marijuana in these Medical Marijuana dispensaries. As he understands
it, this will end on December 31, 2016, so if the voters of Madras decide that they do
not want Recreational Marijuana, the existing Medical Marijuana dispensaries in
Madras would no longer be able to sell Recreational Marijuana.

City Attorney Green told Community Development Director Snead that his summary
is accurate. This is bootstrapped by virtue of provisions in the Medical Marijuana
Time, Place, and Manner ordinance as well.

Mayor Embanks mentioned that he thinks that there are still people in the community
that think that the vote also covers Medical Marijuana, which it does not. This is
important as he has had several people ask him if this means that all Marijuana
stores will be out of Madras. The vote does not include Medical Marijuana, it only
pertains to Recreational Marijuana. He asked Holly Gill, News Editor with the
Madras Pioneer, to put that in the paper for a good point so people understand
exactly what is going to happen.

Councilor Ladeby pointed out that the Advisory Committee that worked on this did a
thorough job going through everything. It did not seem like it was biased one way or
another, it was more fact finding. In his opinion, the Committee came up with a good
document that the City can live by if the Marijuana ballot measures are passed.
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Mayor Embanks explained that the people in the Marijuana industry were extremely
helpful and extremely candid about the process that has gone on legally and how it
has been approached. He said that he thought that they gave really good input so
that those that have never been involved in that legally or illegally were better able to
understand where they were coming from. It helped in clarifying some issues.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR BARTT BRICK AND SECONDED BY
COUNCILOR BILL MONTGOMERY THAT THE CITY COUNCIL APPROVE THE
PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 864 TEXT AMENDMENTS AND TIME, PLACE,
AND MANNER RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA REGULATIONS AS PRESENTED
AND DIRECT STAFF TO PREPARE THE ADOPTING ORDINANCES FOR THE
CITY COUNCIL TO CONSIDER AT A FUTURE COUNCIL MEETING. THE
MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 5/0.

City Attorney Green read Ordinance No. 891 by title only at this time.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILOR GARY WALKER AND SECONDED

QUARTERLY FINANCIAL REPORT

Finance Director Hughes reported that the Finance Department is deep in the audit right
now and before the quarter passed, and she would need to provide the next quarterly
report, she figured that she should go ahead and provide them with a snapshot of where
the year ended.

it looks like the property taxes came in at about 100%. The Franchise Fees came in
higher than originally budgeted. The sewer and water fees came in as budgeted. All of
the departments did a phenomenal job of balancing their budget and coming in under
budget. More details will come in about three months when the audit is complete.

QUARTERLY COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT REPORT

Land Use Applications

Community Development Director Snead referred to land use applications, and
explained that Council will see that frankly in terms of volume they are down, however in
terms of complex projects they are starting to see an increase. They have a few projects
that are much more significant. They issued Site Plan approval, and are working with
the Building Department for Grocery Outlet, as well as are currently working with Keith
Manufacturing with their office renovation project. They are not seeing the amount of
volume that is predictable enough to start counting on that revenue.

Flood Plain / Floodway Remapping Project

Community Development Director Snead advised Council that last week he received
feedback from the Army Corp of Engineers that they have allocated funding for the
remapping of the City's flood plain / floodway. Council may recall that DC swept those
funds from the Portland office and they needed to go through their budgeting process to
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get the funds reallocated. Our project was one of the top projects in the region. He was
told that they would kick this project off in October 2016.

Code Enforcement

Community Development Director Snead provided Council with a list of the current
projects his department is working on. They made significant progress on some of the
Code Enforcement projects.

In terms of Code Enforcement they have quite a list of cases that they are currently
working on and are trying to make some progress on. The addition of the Assistant
Planner has helped out with that. The volume of complaints on long grasses and weeds
will drop once summer is over, and individuals may not be out as much in the community
due to the weather, so they may not be seeing as many trash complaints, inoperable
vehicle complaints, etc.

Councilor Montgomery asked Community Development Director Snead to elaborate on
the Madras Hotel Project.

Community Development Director Snead explained that this is a pending case and that
he would like to be respectful to all involved. Recently it was found that there were some
apparent building code and fire code violations. He mentioned that he, the Building
Official, Fire Chief, Fire Marshal, and the Police Chief have been meeting on what
seems to be about a two week basis where they are coming together to coordinate their
enforcement actions. Most recently they have been issued a notice of violation with date
and time certain whereby specific activities need to occur and if those actions aren't
taken then they will move on to other enforcement steps.

They are affording them all due process and giving them every opportunity to resolve the
case; however, they are also recognizing that this is a vulnerable population. The City
has the authority in our ordinance to require these residents to no longer live there, but
this creates a whole other set of problems both for staff and potentially for the Council so
they have to think that through very carefully. The team is trying to help them gain
compliance, and provide them with every opportunity available, as we certainly do not
want to be requiring residents to move to another place where they may not have the
means to do that very affectively.

The easy part is in determining whether they meet the codes or not. Frankly the hard
part is doing something about it in a way that doesn't displace residents.

Mayor Embanks told Community Development Director Snead that he appreciates that
sensitivity because there have been issues before in the City where we could have taken
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immediate action, but we thought about it before we did that because it would have
created more problems for people. Taking a more sensitive approach to this and a more
pragmatic approach to it says something good about the City as an organization.

We try to work with owners of businesses to try to affect change that is more geared
towards safety and establish sort of a relationship with those people running businesses
to make them aware that they do not have an adversary they have someone willing to
work with them. The process of dealing with derelict houses and problems with
businesses that do not comply with safety regulations is a slow process that requires the
City to jump through a number of legal hoops before things can be done and when you
get to that point you have to think about what you are going to do before you do it. He
mentioned that he knows that people get tired of seeing some things in the City. He told
Community Development Director Snead that he has done an excellent job of cleaning
the things up that have been an issue in the past, and it has taken a long time to do this.

LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL APPLICATION

» El Mercadito Latino

Police Chief Stanfill thanked City Recorder Coleman for all of her help with the
Liquor License Applications and keeping on these business owners to renew
them. This was one of our last businesses that hadn't sent in their application yet
so he actually went down to the store and told them that if they want to continue
to sell alcohol, they need to do this. Their check was in the mail and literally it
was. They are in compliance and he is recommending that the Council approve
their Liquor License Renewal Application this evening.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS, ANNOUNCEMENTS, AND DEPARTMENT REPORTS

» COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT REPORT

Urban Growth Boundary Expansion

Community Development Director Snead advised Council that on October 19,
2016, the City and County Planning Commissions will hold a joint hearing to
consider the proposed Urban Growth Boundary Expansion for the Daimler site
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and a portion of the Airport Operations area. The reason for this report is that the
proposal will soon be coming before the City Council and Board of
Commissioners.

He explained that he had a meeting with the Planning Directors in the region
today on the Central Oregon Large Lot Regional Program. The City of Madras is
the only participating jurisdiction that is actually moving forward with this, other
than Redmond who is making a proposal for a 1,000 acre site, but they do not
have a developer on it. The City does and it will be developed from day one.

He told the Council that he was delighted to report that when he set on the
committee to develop this plan in 2010, he thought that there is no way that the
City of Madras will ever use this, but because it is good for the region he is going
to go and help address issues so we can all use this in the future, even if we may
not. Here we are several years later and we are making a proposal that is
getting lots of attention.

We may present a proposal or tool or action today that may have lasting impact
many years down the road. You may not use it on a daily basis, but some of the
things that we are doing in terms of long-range planning will have a meaningful
impact on our community.

» PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT

Seventh Street Paving Project

Public Works Director Hurd reported that the Public Works Department is
working on Seventh Street. He mentioned that he believes that they are
scheduled to come in tomorrow to pave the street.

Sewer Across U.S. Highway 26 Next to Hess Street

Public Works Director Hurd advised Council that the City has an opportunity to
get sewer across U.S. Highway 26 next to Hess Street. He explained that he is
in the process of getting pricing on that. The Oregon Department of
Transportation plans to overlay the Highway next spring, so they will allow him to
open cut it. He mentioned that he is hoping to bring the proposal to Council on
October 11, 2016 for approval if we can make this happen as it would be good to
get this done.
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Sidewalk Replacement Program

Public Works Director Hurd told the Council that the next round of sidewalk
projects is kicking off for the damaged sidewalks due to street trees. This should
actually pick up all of the sidewalks that were damaged by trees pushing up on
them. They believe that they will get them all done in this one round, so they can
start focusing on other types of sidewalk issues in the next round.

St. Charles - Madras Project

Public Works Director Hurd reported that they are working with the hospital right
now as they have some fire flow issues going on for their new development.
They have a plan in action to solve this problem. They are doing the design on
that right now and once that is approved, they will be back on track.

Daimler Trucks North America

Public Works Director Hurd mentioned that he had a pre-construction meeting
with Daimler last week. They are getting ready to kick off their VDA (Vehicles
Dynamic Area) which is their big giant circle that goes north of their track. They
are not going to get paved out this year, but they want to break ground and get it
paved next spring. It is like a 700 foot diameter circle just to go out and drive
around.

» POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT

Police Chief Stanfill reported that an officer has been assigned to work with the
schools. The Police Department has maintained a really good relationship with
the Jefferson County School District and that continues to be the same. This
relationship is working out and doing well.

They had an outside trainer come in about two weeks ago. This nine hour
training for the officers, and every officer attended, had to do with working with
the mentally ill and people in extreme agitated states. You can turn on the
television and see how officers are approaching people in an extreme agitated
state or if they are mentally ill and this instructor gives some good information on
how to approach the individual once you get there because that is really going to
decide how things go.
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You can have a team on standby whose sole purpose is to work with people with
a mental illness, as far as law enforcement goes, and they are not going to be
very successful if that first contact goes wrong. It is all about the beginning of the
incident and if we can control it from the beginning then we will have a real
advantage. He told the Council that he thinks that a lot of cities are learning this.
This was really good training for the officers and in his opinion this training will
pay off in safety for everyone.

The guys have worked some major cases. He is specifically very pleased with
the armed robbery at Burger King. The sentencing was significant. He mentioned
that he was pleased with the work of all of the officers with the Madras Police
Department that were involved in that case. There were some complexities. It is
pretty rare for Madras to have an armed robbery over the years, but when we do
have one everyone gets involved. They did a really good job in gathering up all
of the information they needed so that the District Attorney could have a really
good prosecutable case, which ended up with the individuals pleading out.

» CITY ADMINISTRATOR COMMENTS

City Administrator Burril announced that HR and Administrative Coordinator
Puddy is currently working on two recruitments.

The City-County meeting is scheduled for tomorrow. Police Chief Stanfill has
been working with the Sheriff's Department on an issue that will be discussed
which will involve County folks. They will be taking a look at what do we do with
this situation.

He told the Council that Grocery Outlook has paid their fees and that Community
Development Director Snead and Public Works Director Hurd have been working
very closely with them, and it seems that it went very smoothly. Grocery Outlet
wanted to do a special trip study as they were sure that Madras would have less
traffic than other areas they work in. Staff asked them to provide some trip
counts from Prineville and Redmond and show them what they are. They
cancelled the trip study as they said that it is within 1% of the IT Manual that the
City uses. This gave staff confidence that they are not unwise for utilizing a
standard reference manual like that for common uses.

City Attorney Green is working closely with the Warm Springs Attorney on the
Intergovernmental Agreement for the truck stop. They are in hopes of wrapping
that up and bringing the agreement to Council. He told them that staff will need
to meet and prep them again, so they will be ready to approve that agreement.
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Daimler's Vehicle Dynamics Area started about three or three and a half months
ago. They have indicated that they have some extra funds and would like to get
Phase Il initiated. This was just within a month or two of doing the 87.0 acre
lease on Phase |. Public Works Director Hurd has been working closely with
their engineering team. He believes that this is an additional ten to fifteen acre
lease for Phase Il in addition to their 87.00 acres. He mentioned that they are
anticipating that this will be coming in October 2016. Daimler has a lot of
construction going on up there.

COUNCIL COMMENTS

Councilor Walker referred to the article that was in the Madras Pioneer about the
homeless the other day. He wanted to know if anybody had been thinking about
some ways that we might be able to help keep the mess down and provide some
incentive to not make such a mess. He suggested the possibility of the City
providing a couple of porta-potties in some strategic areas and a dumpster or
something that they could put their stuff in and let them know that if they do not
police their own area, we might make them move.

Police Chief Stanfill advised Councilor Walker that they will have discussion on
this tomorrow during the City Council-County Commission meeting. What is
happening on our trail is that a lot of these homeless individuals are trespassing.
Law enforcement needs authority from the property owners to move them. He
explained that certain locations along that trail are private property. They are
going to be trespassed and moved from those locations. This means that there
is going to be some more movement within our homeless community throughout
the greater Madras area.

B. Approval of Minutes From the July 27, 2016
City Council - County Commission Meeting

A MOTION WAS MADE BY JEFFERSON COUNTY COMMISSIONER, MIKE AHERN,
AND SECONDED BY JEFFERSON COUNTY COMMISSION CHAIR, MAE HUSTON,
THAT THE COMMISSION APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA. THE MOTION
PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, 2/0. [JEFFERSON COUNTY COMMISSIONER, WAYNE
FORDING, WAS NOT YET IN ATTENDANCE.]

TRANSIENT ROOM TAX

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen reported that he and City Administrator Burril
are continuing to work on continuation of the agreement in which the County administers
the collection program for the Transient Room Tax on behalf of the City.

He explained that we are probably the only jurisdictions in Central Oregon and the State
that give hotels an additional discount beyond the 5% administration discount. The other
discount is what they would pay in banking fees for collecting credit card payments.

He and City Administrator Burril talked about this approximately four years ago and from
what they can determine or what the County can determine from a historical perspective,
is that they do not know why that started. Staff's recommendation to the Board of
Commissioners, starting January 1, 2017, is that they remove that additional discount.
He mentioned that they will be asking what the City's position is on how they would
prefer their form.

He pointed out that Jefferson County Recorder Andreson did some very quick
conservative projections on the proposed change and this is about an $18,000 revenue
hit combined or approximately $9,000 each that we are giving in additional discount
beyond what any other jurisdiction is doing in the State.

City Administrator Burril wanted to know if he had checked with other jurisdictions to see
what their practice is on allowing a discount.
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County Administrative Officer Rasmussen explained that they have been unable to find
another jurisdiction that allows this. A lot of jurisdictions have their remittance form on
line and County Recorder Andreson went through as many of them as possible,
especially in Central Oregon, and at least in Central Oregon they are not finding a twin
for that. Hotels already get the ability to discount by 5% for the paperwork and it would
be his guess that this was intended to cover some of these costs as well. When we pay
by credit card at Lowe's it is the same price no matter that they are making less on a
credit card transaction or someone paying with cash.

The County's intent would also be to make the "Remittance Forms" that would be used
for Madras and Jefferson County more closely mirror the State's form. Everybody owes
the State 1.8% so they have to pay Jefferson County and the State or the City of Madras
and the State.

There are some other exemptions that should probably be added, but the County will
look at those and communicate with the City to see if the City needs to update its
ordinance. One of them is that the jurisdictions have not been able to successfully
charge the Federal Government hotel / motel tax or if you are in the State of Washington
the Sales Tax. We do not have the ability on our form for the customers to enter that
amount in, not that there are a lot of Federal employees staying in Jefferson County, but
if they did, there should be a break.

County Recorder Andreson reminded County Administrative Officer Rasmussen that
they do not have the Transient Lodging Intermediary on the form for the City or the
County and that it shouid be on there.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen explained that the intermediaries are Price
Line, Travelocity, etc. Individuals are actually paying hotel / motel tax when they pay
online and when you go to a hotel they don't pay, they just check in. Portland has kind
of taken them on so we are starting to see some actual checks from those travel
companies. At the same time we need to make sure that the hotels that do use those
services aren't paying that again because Travelocity, etc. should have collected that
and paid the City and/or the County. This is something that could be a savings to our
local customers, as well, as the hotel owners, as they could be paying more than they
really need to be paying.

County Commission Chair Huston wanted to know if County Administrative Officer
Rasmussen would be preparing revised forms for the County Commissioners to
consider.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen indicated that this is correct and that they will
get the forms to them fairly quickly. City and County staff will talk to our legal counsels
to see if we need to update any of the ordinances to reflect what is happening.
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Commissioner Ahern asked if the City has to act on that.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen explained that the City does not have the
credit card discount in their ordinance so he thinks that it would probably be better for
the Council to acknowledge that this is a change that they prefer and if they want to keep
it, then they should probably put it in writing.

City Administrator Burril noted that the City Council hasn't seen the proposed
amendment. Just to go back over this, the County collects the Transient Room Tax on
behalf of the City. The City agreed to a 1% administrative fee on the additional levy.
The original levy didn't have this in it, so we are trying to say that the 1% is fair and
reasonable in this updated agreement.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen mentioned that the County adopted a hotel /
motel tax and a jurisdiction inside that can do the same. The money stays with them.
When the City did that, the City and County agreed that since the County was already
collecting this that they would continue to collect this fee for a 1% administrative fee;
however, the County is proposing that they collect a 1% administrative fee on the 9%
Transient Room Tax that is charged. This would raise the cost from about $1,000 that
the City would pay them to approximately $3,000. This would be based on volume so
the County wouldn't have to come to the City with a price and then come back and say
that personnel costs have gone up. He pointed out that a 1% collection fee is pretty low.

City Administrator Burril advised those in attendance that staff is getting ready to take
this proposal to the Council.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen pointed out that the one other change is that
the City and County have been on a four or five year rotation of these agreements
expiring, and from staff's perspective they have asked that the City consider removing
that requirement and making this an ongoing agreement. If either jurisdiction is not
happy then they would have the ability to submit a ninety (90) day notice before the
beginning of the fiscal year.

ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION

HOMELESS POPULATION

Undersheriff Heckathorn explained that there is an ever increasing homeless
population that has created a big site on the Willow Creek area that conflicts with our
Willow Creek Trail. He mentioned that he went down there today and hiked up the
"M" trail to portions where homeless camps have been and then walked the entire
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creek floor from the bottom all of the way up to the trestle and then around behind.
In his opinion, if we are trying to fix this problem, it really is a community problem.

All of the land that is down there that they are currently occupying is privately owned.
He indicated that he had identified nine different private property owners that have
property ownership rights from the trestle area all of the way along the Willow Creek
walking trail to the area behind Ahern's because that used to be the area where they
used to hang out. He said that he went there today and looked at how those sites
were, what was there today, and how much they still use that area. It doesn't look
like there is much showing active use.

The City of Madras has a lot of the land that is adjacent to the trail. The State of
Oregon has that turnaround by the Sonic area. Kevin O'Meara owns a house that
has been burned. There is a gentleman that owns that large property that is right
behind Sonic as well, that has nothing on it.

As they talk about these kinds of things they are really looking for solutions. When
he used Google Earth (dated April 2015) you could only see one homeless sight as
you zoomed down, but today when he hiked the trail he found that there is about
thirteen separate tents or sieeping facilities that could hold anywhere from between
20 to 30 people. Itis all of the same kind of issues that you would expect in a camp
like that (e.g. health and sanitation issues, lots of feces, lots of trash). Some of the
camps are sitting in spots that if it were going to flood, their stuff would flood as some
of them are actually embedded into the creek. There are a lot of fire pits, fire rings,
and cigarettes that have been put out in different areas. He mentioned that he
knows that there have been a lot of Fire Department calls because someone will see
smoke coming from down there and assume that a fire has broken out as opposed to
a warming fire of some sort.

They haven't received a lot of complaints about it, but he knows as a fact that people
are intimidated hiking on the hiking trail. When he was down there he had two
different people come up and ask him what he was doing down there as they had
passed numerous homeless people. He explained that not all of these homeless
people are bad folks, but some people are intimidated by them and do not want to
live next to this. Some of the nonsense that goes on down there occurs and they get
law enforcement calls. He knows that the City and County responded to a reported
fight yesterday. They haven't had a lot of issues, but they are only going to increase.
If you only have one camp down there you don't get any calls. If you are going to
have 20 to 30 people down there you are going to get law enforcement calls.

He said that he would rather nip that in the bud as opposed to having that large of a
group in an unsafe location that is going to put a drain on law enforcement, fire, and
EMS services. He mentioned the need to start having some conversations about
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what the community wants to do to address this. They addressed the County
Commissioners a couple of weeks ago. Anything that they do in that area is going to
have a huge impact on the City of Madras. They are here today looking for ideas
and solutions.

County Commission Chair Huston told Undersheriff Heckathorn that she thinks that
at the time he came to the County Commission, the authorization was given to
contact the private property owners and request their permission to take action.

Undersheriff Heckathorn indicated that this was correct.

Police Chief Stanfill explained that what they did was similar to what they did with the
property that the County had across from Subway. There was a lot of trespassing. It
took awhile to contact these owners and get the authority to trespass and once they
did, they boarded it up, just like the O'Meara property across from Sonic. He
estimated that they had trespassed about 20 people. Several arrests were made.
They are going there less now, but they are still enforcing. Just running them out is
not the best final answer, but it does need to happen. That crew needs to be out of
that canyon and off of that trail. He indicated that he does not know where they are
going to go, but they are trespassing on private property right now and they need to
be moved.

He pointed out that this is going to scatter them around, which has been kind of what
has happened in this community as long as he has lived here over the last 25-years.
To start, he would trespass them off of any private property that they are on and then
work with the County, as it is not in the City right there, but it is so close to the City
that he is 100% agreeable, once they have them out of there, to work with the
County to keep them off of that trail. He does not have the answer to where they will
go.

County Commission Chair Huston mentioned that the issue came to the County
Commission in the form of complaints from people who wanted to walk or run the
trail and did not feel safe.

Police Chief Stanfill advised those in attendance that he would agree with
Undersheriff Heckathorn that some of the folks living down there are not bad people;
however, he thinks that there is a misconception about some of the homeless folks
around here as it is not that they are just drinking; they are also Meth addicts and are
doing Methamphetamine. There is a sex offender living right down there, not a low
level sex offender, but like a rapist sex offender. There are some definite mental
issues with some of the folks and there are some folks that are just choosing that life
style. They are choosing not to access the available services because those services
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require them to be sober and this is a problem for some folks as they do not want to
be sober.

He realizes that just taking them to jail for trespass is not the best answer, but it is an
option that is available to law enforcement and they have used it and will continue to
do so.

County Commission Chair Huston pointed out that she sees that they are dealing
with more than one issue here. One is that they want the trail to be safe for those
people that want to walk the trail, so they do need to be trespassed off of the private
property, but she is not sure that they have the capacity to deal with the homeless
issue right now.

Rick Treleavan, Best Care, explained that he does not think that they have a solution
for them about the homeless population. Paul, one of their Drug and Alcohol
Counselors, used to be one of their outreach workers and has been down to the
camp a few times. One of the telling things that he said is that even some of the
guys in the Drug and Alcohol Treatment Program are intimidated going down there
so regular civilians really are not going to be happy with that. He agreed that this is a
problem.

He mentioned that they can do outreach, and they have, and they can do more of
that. He indicated that thinks that this could help and suggested the possibility of
working with the Health Department which may help around the margins, but it will
not solve the probiem. In his opinion, the churches will be a huge part of whatever
solution they can come up with. What they can do isn't about that camp or the
location, it is about the homeless. Where they go after this is the big question. Paul
had been very clear to him that a lot of these people do not want the help, so it
cannot be forced on them. Every year they can get a handful engaged. If you are
doing outreach, it can decrease the number of police calls and ER visits, but it
doesn't solve the problem.

Undersheriff Heckathorn noted that a lot of the property owners are local, but some
of the property owners are out of state, and some have passed away and the
property is part of a family trust, so some of these things can be difficult in securing
the proper signatures to authorize it. They actually have a form that they created
that they want to have on file, so that if they need it he can actually say that the real
person that has controlling interest of that property gave him the authority. They will
end up posting it, but he would like to have help to create some sort of a form that
they can start passing out to the folks that are down there that will tell that that they
are going to be trespassed, they need to be out by "x" amount of time, and here is a
list containing local resources in Jefferson County that can help them should they
choose to want to do this.
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He mentioned that he has to coordinate this with the work crew to make sure that
they can get this place cleaned up and all of the property removed out of there as
there is a huge amount of property down there. There are a lot of logistics that need
to go into this, so the people do not go right back into this area.

Rick Treleavan told Undersheriff Heckathorn that they already have that type of form
and suggested that they meet with Michelle, their Clinical Supervisor, and they can
coordinate on the available services.

Undersheriff Heckathorn explained that, from his perspective, it is going to be much
easier for the County as once he obtains the necessary signatures he plans to focus
on the Willow Creek Trail all of the way behind Ahern's because that is all of the
County property that there is, but this may push everything into the City.

Police Chief Stanfill assured Undersheriff Heckathorn that they will be okay as they
have been dealing with this for years.

Undersheriff Heckathorn mentioned that his goal is to have that entire stretch
mapped off where he can say that they are covered with the trespass agreement on
Willow Creek all of the way to behind Ahern's, so that if they try to go back into those
areas, they can redirect them to a different location.

County Commission Chair Huston noted that one of the issues that had been raised
by a runner or a jogger using the trail had been the question as to whether fencing
could be put along the trail so they would feel safe. She indicated that she did not
know if that was a serious discussion or just a thought that had been thrown out for
the future.

Undersheriff Heckathorn questioned whether a fence would be needed if they follow
the same process they followed with the house that was boarded up. It is well
posted. They trimmed the vegetation down and as they drive by they make sure that
nobody is there. If they are vigilant on paying attention to that sight, they will make
sure that they do not go back into it, so fencing is not a requirement.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen asked about the vegetation.

Undersheriff Heckathorn explained that there are some spots down there where you
can hardly walk through because the vegetation is so thick. Some of the people are
tucked into a lot of those spots. He indicated that he went down there and took
maybe 50 photographs of things that are down there where they have cleaned out
some areas. There is one in particular that is in the creek bed that is tucked into it.
He said that he never noticed it from the road and he has looked from the edge
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numerous times and never even noticed that site, but he was on the far side walking
on the steep side of the creek and it was buried in that shrubbery.

County Commission Chair Huston told Undersheriff Heckathorn that they will trust
that he is able to get the signatures of the property owners and proceed to provide
notice and start clearing it out, but this leads to the subject that some people have
asked and that is what are you going to provide for the homeless, and this is really
not a County function that the County does. This would probably be more for the
community partners, churches, and individuals.

Commissioner Ahern indicated that he thinks that you will always have what is
referred to as the campers; you are just moving them around. He mentioned that
Commission Chair Huston and Commissioner Fording made fun of him, but he
actually has a location figured out. If you had a place that was fenced in with a trash
can, porta pottie and running water and kept it there that would be a place where the
churches and people could go to visit with them. No private person wants it. The
City owns a lot of property down there by the pump station. He suggested that the
City make a camp.

He explained that he fought this when he had the store and fought it when he had his
commercial building downtown as he was losing tenants. They were camping right
there in the alley and doing everything you could imagine. He offered to do some
more research as he thinks that Redmond has a spot like that.

County Commission Chair Huston asked Commissioner Ahern if they should tell
anyone that is interested in participating on a committee to contact him.

Commissioner Ahern explained that you have to find a place first, but he does not
think that a private property owner would want this due to the exposure. He pointed
out that you would have to have it close to town. He declined the offer of having
people contact him is they were interested in participating in a committee as he is too
busy.

Rick Treleavan suggested that you would have to have a place where these people
are actually willing to go. This has to be something that works for them to. This is a
lifestyle they choose. A lot of them have places that they can go back to and a lot of
them do have family that they can stay with. If they get really sick or it gets too cold
they will spend a little bit of time with them, but they do not like the rules and they are
back out again. The main part of the rules that they don't like is that they have to stay
sober. If you get a lot of drunken people, they cause a lot of trouble.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen asked Rick Treleavan if he has an opinion
on the Portland program where they are working with their homeless population to
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find the non locals that do have an opportunity with family or elsewhere, that may
want to get out of the community, but may be stuck on transportation costs. Not
purposely shoving them to another community, but helping them with the cost.

Rick Treleavan wanted to know if law enforcement thinks that there are a lot of
people from outside the area down there.

Police Chief Stanfill explained that these are locals. The homeless crew has
changed a little bit with the folks that are running with them as they used to be a lot
more violent (e.g. a transient would come in from the outside, would drink beer under
the bridge with our group, and our group would beat the heck out of them and they
would leave town). This still occurs so there are not a lot of people coming in from
outside.

Rick Treleavan pointed out that there is still a social structure there and there is still
security going on as it makes things safer for everybody.

Tory Flory, Homeless Outreach Manager for the Central Oregon Veterans Outreach
in Bend indicated that this is a subject that they deal with a lot and have been
dealing with a lot throughout Deschutes County. They have been coming up into
Madras and the Warm Springs area attempting to make some more contacts with the
folks that are living on the edge or living on the street.

He mentioned that he is sympathetic to law enforcement as he is a retired Sheriff's
Deputy out of Deschutes County. This is a community issue and when you move
them off of that property they are going to flow into town or to the next piece of dirt
that they can find and throw down a camp. He indicated that he has a wall of maps
in his office as he tries to track the camps that they have and it is a job to do that. As
they get pushed from one location to another, the challenge then becomes finding
them again, reestablishing that understanding of where they are at and their needs.
COVO (Central Oregon Veterans Outreach) is interested in doing everything that
they can to assist within the limitation of their abilities. COVO is not a veteran
specific program, especially when it comes to homeless folks. They are out there for
anybody who is in need of assistance. He mentioned the need to have some kind of
intervention.

He indicated that he really likes the sound of a piece of property that can be set up
and developed where people can go because when you walk up and hand them a
trespass notice, where are they going to go, even if it is a place where they can set
up a tent, throw away their trash, and use a restroom is a huge advantage. He
explained that he knows that there are places across the Country that are looking at
these potential options (e.g. tent cities). Some have been successful, but he thinks
that a majority of them have proven not to be. In his opinion, these failures are due
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to a lack of management as you cannot throw them on a piece of property and just
leave them. There needs to be some outreach that goes into that or else they are
going to fail and you will end up with what Portland just cleaned up which was a
disaster.

County Commission Chair Huston wanted to know if there is any place in Bend or
Redmond that is so designated.

Tory Flory told her that there is not at this point. There has been some discussion
but again it is great to help people, but don't put it in my backyard. It has to be in
somebody's backyard. It is not going away. He said that he really applauds
everybody that is here trying to come up with some solutions as this is not an easy
thing.

County Commission Chair Huston asked Commissioner Ahern if the property he had
mentioned earlier was near a business.

Commissioner Ahern explained that he was thinking of the City's property down by
the City Public Works Department as it is right in that area.

Undersheriff Heckathorn pointed out that the property he is referring to is still next to
the trail. In his opinion, it would be problematic to locate them in that area if they are
trying to get them away from the hiking trail.

Commissioner Ahern suggested the possibility of locating them on the Catholic
Church property adjacent to "J" Street as the Catholic Church has five acres there
and you have to keep them near town.

County Administrative Officer Rasmussen reminded Commissioner Ahern that there
will soon be a trail there.

Commissioner Ahern indicated that Madras has a trail clear around town.

City Administrator Burril suggested that the City wants people to stay healthy.

County Commission Chair Huston asked City Administrator Burril if the City has an
idea of something else that the City owns that is vacant.

City Administrator Burril told Commission Chair Huston that a number of questions
come to mind. First it would require some research as to how it was done
successfully and what it would take to do. Do we have the resources to do it
successfully and if not, what is getting cleaned up? We do not want to create a
worse problem. How do you help someone that doesn't want to be helped?
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County Administrative Officer Rasmussen explained that a private property owner
would have concerns about liability. This doesn't go away when it becomes a county
or city problem mainly because of the Supreme Court case that has removed our
recreational immunity. At some point a tool has been taken away. If you set up
something and call it a park and didn't charge, then we would have some immunity,
but we cannot rely on that until the State Legislature fixes that problem. He pointed
out that you would be running a liability as if you were charging and offering some
services and protection. You would have to be willing to take that risk.

County Commission Chair Huston asked Tory Flory if, from COVOQ's point of view, he
has had an opportunity to work with a city or a county to talk about options for
meeting the location needs for the homeless.

Troy Flory advised Commission Chair Huston that he has not worked with Jefferson
County or the City of Madras. They do a lot with the City Council in the City of
Redmond, City of Bend, and Deschutes County. Essentially they get "not in our
backyard". They are constantly looking for a solution to make that work. They have
also worked hand in hand with private property owners who have located transients
on their property and have gotten them moved out, to make the transition as easy as
possible, not only for the people being moved but for the landowners as well.

County Commission Chair Huston suggested that if there is anybody here that has
an idea or solution and would be interested in talking with County Administrative
Officer Rasmussen or City Administrator Burril or with Tory Flory to please contact
them.

One individual told the group that she thinks that wherever they put these people,
they are going to be a problem and that her sister is one of them. She stressed the
fact that she does not want them by the Catholic Church. She said that her sister is
a drug addict and that she is crazy. If her sister goes in there, they are still going to
have problems. She mentioned that her friends and neighbors do not like coming
into Madras because of the homeless. She lives in Culver and feels unsafe coming
into the City of Madras. She mentioned that she does not know what the answer is.

City Administrator Burril told those in attendance that he would like to involve Mark
Harner, Madras Gospel Mission, as he has some guidelines on helping someone. As
he understands the process, there is a transition, a probationary period, and he will
then push them back out.

County Commission Chair Huston mentioned that as she understands it, some of
these individuals had an option of housing through Best Care, but they didn't want to
abide by the rules.
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Rick Treleavan explained that Best Care has sober housing so therefore they have
lots of rules and this is a conflict. The model that you have seen in the larger cities
has housing where you can continue drinking and using, but this is changing.

Marvin Venter inquired as to how it would work with the City and/or County zoning if
property could be found.

County Commission Chair Huston suggested that Mr. Venter come to the City or the
County as she believes that they would be willing to discuss this with him.

DESCRIPTION:

The City of Madras established a 6% transient occupancy fee in 1982 approved by the voters. In
August 21, 2001 the City Council adopted Ordinance #694 that initiated an additional 3% of
transient occupancy room tax to be collected for a total 9% assessment. Over the history of this
tax, the City has entered into agreements with Jefferson County to collect it. The current
agreement expired September 30, 2016 and needs to be renewed.

STAFF ANALYSIS:

The City enjoys a good working relationship with Jefferson County on administration of the
transient room tax. City staff believes the following changes are reasonable and in the City’s
best interest to continue per agreement.
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e The agreement term has been changed to an annual agreement that can automatically
renew for one or more terms

e Consideration of services has changed from 1% of gross receipts on the 3% portion of the
tax to the full 9% tax to more fully cover the cost of services by Jefferson County.

e Termination provision added by mutual agreement or by either party giving written
notice to the other party no later than 60 days prior to the beginning of the next fiscal
year.

SUMMARY:

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ADDENDUM NO. 1
TO
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT TRANSIENT ROOM TAX

This Addendum No. 1 to Intergovernmental Agreement Transient Room Tax (this
“Addendum”) is entered into this day of
2016 (the "Effective Date") between the CITY OF MADRAS, a municipality of the State of
Oregon, hereinafter referred to as "City," whose address is 125 S.W. "E" Street, Madras,
Oregon 97741-1346, and JEFFERSON COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Oregon,
hereinafter referred to as "County," whose address is 66 S.E. "D" Street, Madras, Oregon
97741.

RECITALS

1. ORS 190.010 authorizes City and County to enter into agreements for the performance
of any and all functions that either party, its officers, or agents has the authority to
perform.

2. City’s council passed Ordinance No. 694 on August 21, 2001, which levied a three
percent (3%) transient room tax in City’s incorporated limits.

3. The collection of this tax was assigned to City’s treasurer or his or her designee. County
had infrastructure in place and was already collecting, reporting, and distributing a six
percent (6%) transient room tax which had been approved by the voters. City and
County reached the conclusion that the needed infrastructure to operate a new tax
collection and reporting activity for City would be impractical and found it reasonable and
desirable to enter into the Intergovernmental Agreement (County File No. M-156-01) (the
“Original Agreement”) to provide for the collection of City's three percent (3%) transient
room tax.

4. When the Original Agreement expired in 2008, City and County entered into a new
Intergovernmental Agreement (County File No. M-131-06) (the “2006 Agreement’),
which expired on September 30, 2011. Under the 2006 Agreement, as consideration for
services, City agreed to pay to County one percent (1%) of City’s three percent (3%)
transient room tax. City and County entered into Intergovernmental Agreement
Transient Room Tax (County File No. M-177-11) dated effective October 1, 2011 (the
“Agreement”). The Agreement will expire on September 30, 2016 if the duration of the
Agreement is not sooner extended.

5. The parties desire to enter into this Addendum in order to amend and extend the
Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained in
this Addendum, and other good and valuable consideration, the parties hereby agree as foliows:

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1. Extension. Subject to the terms and conditions contained in this Addendum, City and
County extend the term of the Agreement for one additional term of one year,
commencing on October 1, 2016, and ending on September 30, 2017; thereafter, the
Agreement will automatically renew for one or more term(s) of one year each unless
sooner terminated as provided in the Agreement.

2. Amendment No. 1. Section 4 of the Agreement is amended to read in its entirety as
follows:

“4. Consideration. As consideration for services rendered, City will pay an
administrative fee to County in the amount of one percent (1%) of the gross tax
receipts collected by City for its nine percent (9%) transient room tax collected
pursuant to City of Madras Ordinance No. 694 and the transient room tax
ordinance of County, which amount may be withheld by County from said
receipts.”

3. Amendment No. 2. Section 5 of the Agreement is amended to read in its entirety as
follows:

“5, Termination. The Agreement may be terminated by mutual agreement of both
City and County or by either party upon written notice to the other party no later
than sixty (60) days prior to the beginning of the next fiscal year.
Notwithstanding anything contained in the Agreement to the contrary, (a) City
may immediately terminate this Agreement upon written notice to County in the
event County breaches and/or otherwise fails to perform any County obligation
under this Agreement, and (b) County may immediately terminate this Agreement
upon written notice to City in the event City breaches and/or otherwise fails to
perform any City obligation under this Agreement.”

4. Miscellaneous. This Addendum is hereby expressly made part of the Agreement. The
terms and conditions of the Agreement that are not amended and/or otherwise modified
by this Addendum remain unchanged and in full force and effect. All capitalized terms
used in this Addendum not otherwise defined herein have the respective meanings
assigned to them in the Agreement. If any term or provision contained in this Addendum
is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal or in conflict with any law, the
validity of the remaining terms and provisions will not be affected, and the rights and
obligations of the parties will be construed and enforced as if this Addendum did not
contain the particular term or provision held to be invalid. All prior and contemporaneous
agreements, discussions, understandings, and negotiations, whether written or oral,
express or implied, are merged herein, and to the extent inconsistent herewith, are of no
further force and effect. No addition, modification, amendment, or alteration to this
Addendum will be effective against the parties unless specifically agreed upon, in
writing, and signed by both parties.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL

This Amendment modifies the Intergovernmental Agreement for solid waste collection and
disposal between Jefferson County, a political subdivision of the State of Oregon and the City of
Madras, the City of Metolius, and the City of Culver, all municipal corporations, dated March 4, 2009
recorded in Jefferson County Records as M-032-09.

WHEREAS, the Cities and the County (collectively “the Parties”) entered into an Agreement
(hereinafter “the 2009 JCUF IGA”) to create the Jefferson County Unified Fee (JCUF), a per ton fee
collected for garbage disposal, wherein a portion of those funds became dedicated to community
clean-up project through a subsequent IGA between the Parties recorded as M-127-10, dated July 2010
(hereinafter “the 2010 IGA”); and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend the requirements for the use of the funds dedicated to
community clean-up projects, expand the allowable uses of the funds, and incorporate the 2010 IGA
into the 2009 JCUF IGA; and

WHEREAS, upon execution of this Amendment, it is the intention of the Parties to terminate the 2010
IGA by mutual agreement;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contain, the
Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. The 2009 JCUF 1GA is amended to add Section 18 as follows:

18. Clean-up Funds. A three-dollar portion of the collected JCUF amount will be used for
maintaining public facilities at the transfer station, county-wide recycling and county-wide
community clean-up projects within the County (Clean Up Funds). Clean Up Funds will be collected
and used in a rolling three year fiscal year cycle with the funds collected in “year one” spent by the
County in “year two” and remaining funds distributed to the Cities and County in proportion to
population in “year three.” In determining the population proration, the population totals shall not
take into account all land west of the Deschutes River (Camp Sherman, Crooked River Ranch, Three
Rivers, Warms Springs, etc.). Distributed, unexpended year three funds may be carried over from
year to year.

a. Year two funds will be used for County-wide projects, events, programs and purchases,
including, but not limited to firefree/firewise weekends, tire disposal, discounted dump days,
appliance disposal and equipment for such events as determined by the County in consultation
with the Cities and CRR.

b. Distributed year three funds may be expended for:

i. community clean up events or programs to increase recycling,
ii. code enforcement solid waste activities, including abatement costs,
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ili. nuisance abatement solid waste activities and costs,

iv. community beautification projects on publicly owned land or facilities,

v. graffiti clean-up grants, or

vi. fences, gates, access barrier grants to prevent/reduce illegal solid waste dumping.

2. This Amendment is hereby made part of the 2009 JCUF IGA. The provisions of the 2009 JCUF IGA
not amended by the Amendment remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

3. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Amendment, the 2010 JCUF IGA will be deemed
terminated upon the parties’ mutual execution of this Amendment and the parties will have no further
rights and/or obligations under the 2010 JCUF IGA.

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the CITY OF MADRAS, a
municipality of the State of Oregon, hereinafter “Madras”, the CITY OF METOLIUS, a
municipality of the State of Oregon, hereinafier “Metolius”, the CITY OF CULVER, a
municipality of the State of Oregon, hereinafter “Culver”, collectively referred to as the
“Cities” and JEFFERSON COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Oregon,
hereinafter “County”. o

WHEREAS, ORS 190.010 authorizes the Cities and the County to enter into
agreements for the performance of any and all functions that the other party, its officers
or agents has authority to perform; and

WHEREAS, the Cities and the County desire to address issues relating to landfill
closure and solid waste collection and disposal, to modify their respective solid waste
collection agreements in a manner that will mutually benefit the parties and to cooperate
in the long term landfill closure monitoring requirements.

WHEREAS, the Cities and County desire to accrue and maintain $500,000 in the
Landfill Closure Fund until nearing final closure approval at which time the Fund will

spend down this reserve targeting a near zero balance by the time of DEQ final closure
approval.

" NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby AGREED by and between the parties
mentioned above, pursuant to ORS 190.010, for and in consideration of the mutual
promises hereinafter stated as follows:

1. Effective date and duration.

A. This Agreement shall remain in full force and effect from and after the
date of execution for a period of five (5) years or until terminated or modified as
set forth in section 1(C) or section 16 of this Agreement.

B. This Agreement will automatically renew every five (5) years for a five
(5) year period until terminated under section 1(C) or section 16 of this
Agreement.

C. This Agreement shall terminate upon the County receiving notification
from the Oregon State Department of Environmental Quality that all closure and
monitoring requirements have been satisfied.

2. County’s Obligations

A. County will work with Crooked River Ranch Sanitation and Madras
Sanitary Service to modify its franchise agreements or will establish a rate
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schedule under its franchise agreements with Crooked River Ranch Sanitation and
Madras Sanitary Service to include the collection of the Jefferson County Unified
Fee (JCUF) up to $25 per ton. The amount of the JCUF for the period of July 1,
2008 to June 30, 2013 shall be $12 per ton, of which $9 per ton will be transferred
to the Landfill Closure Fund and $3 per ton will be transferred to the Box Canyon
Fund unless modified by section 11. The amount of the J CUF for the Agreement
renewal period will be set by the County following the JCUF review. County will
require the collection of the JCUF in all future solid waste collection and disposal
franchise agreements.

B. County will initiate a review of the amount of the JCUF at least every five
(5) years in the course of this Agreement.

C. Each February for the length of this agreement, County will present to the
Solid Waste Advisory Committee a report of the previous fiscal year regarding
the Box Canyon Transfer Station Fund and the Landfill Closure Fund.

D. County may award grants to local franchised haulers and cities for
community clean-up events. Haulers and cities should apply to the County for
grants in advance of clean-up events.

E. Tn the Jefferson County 2008-2009 Budget, County will create a Landfill
Closure Fund which will remain open until all funds are used or disbursed. Upon
creation of the Landfill Closure Fund, County will transfer $40,000 from the Box
Canyon Transfer Station Fund into the Landfill Closure Fund. Funds deposited
into the Landfill Closure Fund shall only be used for landfill monitoring and
mitigation requirements. The goal will be to maintain $500,000 in this Fund until
nearing final closure approval by DEQ as more particularly described in Section
10, at which time the Fund will be managed in such a way as to draw down to
near a zero balance by the DEQ approved closure date.

F. County will increase the “tipping fee” at Box Canyon to at least $97 per
ton in accordance with the attached fee schedule (Exhibit A). Of the $97 per ton
“tipping fee”, County will transfer $9 per ton into the Landfill Closure Fund.

G. County will direct revenue collected from the JCUF under the Crooked
River Ranch Sanitary franchise agreement as follows: $9 per ton to the Landfill
Closure Fund and $3 per ton to the Box Canyon Transfer Station Fund to be used
in the Crooked River Ranch area for recycling, community clean-ups and public
access to the transfer station. A change to the JCUF will result in a proportional
change to the fund distribution.

H. County will direct revenue collected from the JCUF under Madras
Sanitary Service franchise agreements as follows: $9 per ton to the Landfill
Closure Fund and $3 per ton to the Box Canyon T ransfer Station Fund to be used
in areas outside of the Crooked River Ranch area for recycling, community clean-




ups and public access t0 the transfer station. County will attempt to use the Box
Canyon fund in the various areas of the County, other than Crooked River Ranch,
proportionally as paid. A change to the JCUF will result in a proportional change
to the fund distribution.

L. County shall modify the current lease arrangement with MSS for the
Transfer Station property to remove the collection of the per ton lease fee for each
city after the County has received notice that a city has complied with sections 3,
4 or 5. However, until each city has met its obligations under sections 3, 4ors5,
the County shall continue the lease with MSS at a rate not greater than the current
JCUF rate.

3. Madras’ Obligations

Madras will work with Madras Sanitary Service to modify its franchise agreement
or will establish a rate schedule under its franchise agreement with Madras Sanitary
Service to include the collection of the JCUF up to $25 per ton. The amount of the J CUF
for the period of July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2013 shall be $12 per ton, of which $9 per ton
will be transferred to the Landfill Closure Fund and $3.per ton will be transferred to the
Box Canyon Transfer Station Fund, unless modified by section 11. The amount of the
JCUF for the Agreement renewal period will be set by the County following the J CUF
review. Madras will require the collection of the JCUF in all future solid waste collection
and disposal franchise agreements.

4, Metolius’ Obligations

Metolius will work with Madras Sanitary Service to modify its franchise
agreement or will establish a rate schedule under its franchise agreement with Madras
Sanitary Service to include the collection of the JCUF up to $25 per ton. The amount of
the JCUF for the period of July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2013 shall be $12 per ton, of which
$9 per ton will be transferred to the Landfill Closure Fund and $3 per ton will be

. transferred to the Box Canyon Transfer Station Fund, unless modified by section 11. The
amount of the JCUF for the Agreement renewal period will be set by the County
following the JCUF review. Metolius will require the collection of the JCUF in all future
solid waste collection and disposal franchise agreements.

5. Culver’s Obligations

Culver will work with Madras Sanitary Service to modify its franchise agreement
or will establish a rate schedule under its franchise agreement with Madras Sanitary
Service to include the collection of the JCUF up to $25 per ton. The amount of the J CUF
for the period of July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2013 shall be $12 per ton, of which $9 per ton
will be transferred to the Landfill Closure Fund and $3 per ton will be transferred to the
Box Canyon Transfer Station Fund, unless modified by section 11, The amount of the
JCUF for the Agreement renewal period will be set by the County following the J CUF
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review. Culver will require the collection of the J CUF in all future solid waste collection
and disposal franchise agreements.

6. Franchise Fees

The JCUF is not a city franchise fee. Imposing the JCUF does not affect a city’s
ability to levy and collect a franchise fee. Collection and payment of the JCUF does not
relieve any franchisee of its franchise fee obligations.

7. Recyclable Materials and Brush

Franchised haulers will not be required to pay the JCUF on any recyclables or
brush recovered from commercial and residential tonnage. Cities and County must
reflect this in their respective franchise agreement or rate schedule modifications.

8. Waiver of Fee

County may waive the JCUF for tonnage collected at community events (such as
Collage of Culture, air show, etc.). Event coordinators should apply to the County for
waivers in advance of the event. In the event the J efferson County Board of
Commissioners grants a waiver, the city in which the event is taking place must also
approve the waiver.

9. Collection of Fee

The JCUF will be paid directly to the County by the franchisee. The County is
responsible for the management of the JCUF, including any associated audit or
enforcement actions.

10. Landfill Closure Fund Disbursement

After the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality certifies that all landfill
closure requirements have been satisfied, the County shall disburse any remaining funds
to the County and the Cities ratably based on population as last determined by the State
of Oregon. Of the disbursement, the county shall receive that proportion that the
unincorporated population of the county bears to the total population and each city shall

 receive that proportion that the city incorporated population bears to the total county

population. Any party that terminates this Agreement under section 16 will not receive a
disbursement of remaining funds under this section.

11. Declaration of Emergency
In the event of a catastrophic and unforeseen emergency at the landfill, County

may declare an emergency. Upon declaration of an emergency, County may increase the
JCUF after notification to all parties. Upon notification of declaration of an emergency,
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any City Council may vote to object to the increase in the JCUF. In the event of an
objection, the County Board of Commissioners must hold a public hearing to address the
concerns raised in the notification of objection. Upon resolution of any objections,
County may increase the JCUF.

12. Organization and Partnership

It is agreed by and between the parties that each of them is carrying out a function
on their own behalf, and that none of them have the right of direction or control of the
manner in which the other parties deliver services under this Agreement and that no party
exercises control of the activities of the others in fulfilling obligations under this
Agreement. Each party shall be solely, exclusively and independently responsible for all
personnel issues and employment laws pertaining to its own employees.

No party is, by virtue of this Agreement, a partner or joint venturer in connection
with activities carried out under this Agreement, and shall have no obligation with respect
to another party’s debis or any other liability or obligation of another party of whatever
kind or nature. ‘

13. Non-Discrimination and Compliance with Laws

All parties shall comply with all applicable federal and state statutes relating to
nondiscrimination and all applicable requirements of all other federal and state laws,
regulations and policies.

14. Hold Harmless

Cities and County shall indemnify, save harmless and defend each other, their
officers, agents and employees from and against any and all claims, lawsuits, or actions
for damages, cost, losses and expenses, arising from Cities’ or County’s performance
under this Agreement.

15. Attorney Fees

In the event an action, lawsuit or proceeding, including appeal therefrom, is
brought for failure to observe any of the terms of this Agreement, each party shall be
responsible for their own attorney fees, expenses, costs and disbursements for said action,
lawsuit, proceeding or appeal.

16. Review, Modification and Termination

This Agreement shall be reviewed annually by the parties and may be modified at
any time by the written agreement of the Cities and the County. No party may terminate
this agreement prior to June 30, 2013. If any party desires to terminate this Agreement
after June 30, 2013, this Agreement shall terminate with respect to that party only after
receipt of one hundred eighty (180) days prior written notice by the party of its intent to
terminate this Agreement,
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17. Complete Agreement

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the CITY OF MADRAS, a
municipality of the State of Oregon, hereinafter “Madras”, the CITY OF METOLIUS, a
municipality of the State of Oregon, hereinafter “Metolius”, the CITY OF CULVER, a
municipality of the State of Oregon, hereinafter “Culver”, collectively referred to as the “Cities”
and JEFFERSON COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Oregon, hereinafter
“County”. '

WHEREAS, ORS 190.010 authorizes the Cities and the County to enter into
agreements for the performance of any and all functions that the other party, its officers or
agents has authority to perform; and

WHEREAS, the Cities and the County desire to address the allocation and distribution of
community clean up funds collected through the Jefferson County Unified Fee (JCUF), a per ton
fee collected for garbage disposal set forth in a previous IGA between the parties, as identified in
the attached and incorporated Community Clean-up Fund Distribution Allocation dated May 26,
2010 (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, a three dollar portion (clean-up funds) of the JCUF may be used for public
access, recycling and community clean-up projects within the County; however the portion
collected in the Crooked River Ranch (CRR) area may only be used within Crooked River Ranch
vicinity; therefore, for the purposes of this IGA, the dollars will be referred to as CRR and non-
CRR funds; and :

WHEREAS, this IGA will address the non-CRR funds for the vicinities of the County
outside of CRR to access the clean-up funds for localized priorities;

NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby AGREED by and between the parties mentioned above,
for and in consideration of the mutual promises hereinafter stated as follows: :

1. Effective Date and Duration. This Agreement shall remain in full force and effect from and
after the date of execution until terminated or modified as set forth in this Agreement.

2. County’s Obligations.

a. Collection. County will continue to collect the three dollar clean-up funds during each
fiscal year “year one”. In the following fiscal year “year two”, the County will spend year
one funds on County-wide projects and programs. In the next fiscal year “year three”, the
County will distribute any remaining funds collected in year one to the parties as outlined in
Section 2.b.
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b. Expenditures. Year two funds will be used for County-wide projects-and programs,
including, but not limited to Firefree Weekends, tire disposal, discounted dump days and
appliance disposal as determined by the County in consultation with the Cities and CRR.

c. Distribution. County will distribute all of the remaining 2008-2009 funds ($26,189) to the
parties and the CRR Homeowner’s Association upon execution of this Agreement.
Thereafter, each July, the County will make distributions of the year three funds according to
the allocation set forth in Section 2.c. In no event is County obligated for any expenditures
by Cities not yet distributed by County.

d. Allocation. County will allocate the distribution based on population for the parties. In
determining the population of the County, the populations of the Cities, Warm Springs
Reservation, CRR and Camp Sherman areas will not be included. At the time of execution,
the allocation for non-CRR funds is as follows: Jefferson County 45.8% (pop. 7470), Madras
40.7% (pop. 6640), Culver 8.1% (pop. 1325), Metolius 5.4% (pop. 880).

3. Cities’ Obligations.

a. Accounting. Cities will provide County with an accounting of any clean-up fund
expenditures by June 1 of each year. Failure to provide accounting by such date will result in
a withholding of the next year’s funds until the accounting is received.

b. Expenditures. Funds are to be used solely for community clean-up events or programs to
increase recycling. Unexpended funds may be carried over each year.

4. Organization and Partnership. It is agreed by and between the parties that each of them is
catrying out a function on their own behalf, and that none of them have the right of direction or
control of the manner in which the other parties deliver services under this Agreement and that
no party exercises control of the activities of the others in fulfilling obligations under this
Agreement.

Community Clean-up Fund Distribution Allocation

BACKGROUND - In 2008, Jefferson County and cities of Madras, Culver and Metolius entered into an
agreement to provide stable funding for the DEQ and EPA monitoring requirements at the closed Box
Canyon landfill; and, to provide a source of funding to maintain public (affordable) access to the Transfer

Station, Recycling, and Community Clean-up efforts. The agreement is usually referred to as the “Jay-
Cuff’ (JCUF - Jefferson County Unified Fee).

For each ton of garbage collected in the County a $12 per ton fee is added. Currently $9 per ton goes to
County Fund 325 — Landfill Closure for landfill monitoring activities/projects and $3 per ton goes to
County Fund 509 — Box Canyon Transfer Station for public access, recycling and community clean-ups.

The JCUF requires the County to only use “$3 funds” in certain geographic areas. Funds collected in the
Crooked River Ranch (CRR) area shall only be used in the CRR vicinity, and funds collected in the non-
CRR areas shall only be used in non-CRR areas. The $3 portion collected at the Transfer Station is not
restricted to a geographic area.

In February 2010, the County contracted out the Transfer Station operations to MSS. The County wants
to focus the “$3 funds” on Community Clean-up events, but does not want to be the gatekeeper of the
multiple requests from municipalities to access these funds and believes the cities are in a better position
to determine localized priorities.

PROPOSAL

1. The County will continue to collect and retain the “$3 Clean-up funds” during each fiscal year
(year one). In the next fiscal year (year two), the County, in consultation with the Cities/CRR
will spend these funds on County-wide projects/programs (example, Fire Free Weekends, 50%
off weekends, free disposal of targeted items, such as tires, appliances, etc). The County will
distribute “leftover” funds collected in the first fiscal year as outlined below (year three).

2. Leftover “non-CRR” and “transfer station collection” funds would be distributed to the county
and cities based on population for the sole purpose of community clean-up events or programs
to increase recycling. In determining the population of the county, the population of the Warm
Springs Reservation and CRR/Camp Sherman areas shall be deducted; as well as the
population of each city. Cities shall provide an annual accounting on how they spent the funds
before receiving additional funds.

3. Leftover “CRR” funds directly to the CRRHOA on an annual basis for the sole purpose of
community clean-up events or programs to increase recycling. The CRRHOA shall provide an
annual accounting on how they spent the funds before receiving additional funds.

Staff has identified a 2004 Ford Taurus to liquidate, from Police Department. Per City of Madras
Ordinance No. 886: Public Contracting Rules and Procedures, staff intends to auction off the
equipment. Ifapproved, the City will advertise the auction items through the Public Surplus Group.
The purchaser has one week to collect their purchased equipment.

DESCRIPTION:

On February 26, 2013 the City Council approved the City to perform sanding services on
Ashwood Road out to the entrance of Deer Ridge Correctional Facility, according to the attached
agreements. In order to continue sanding services for the 2017-2021 winter seasons, the
agreement needs to be extended.

STAFF ANALYSIS:

The City sands the roadways when icy conditions present themselves. Typically this has been a
service provided to City streets only. Development of Deer Ridge Correctional Facility raised
awareness to staff for a need to sand Ashwood Road from City limits to the facility entrance road
for the following reasons:
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e Safety is the largest concern from a standpoint of city crews providing sewer service
mainline responsibility out to the entrance of the prison off of Ashwood Road.

e The prison is a large employer/customer of the city and sanding operations are typically
intermittent in nature and can be done simultaneously with routine City sanding efforts.

e The prison is a large employer/customer of the city and sanding of Ashwood Road
maintains good customer service to the prison.

He is the General Services Manager for ODOC when he is not serving as the
City Councilor for Madras. We discussed the following understanding that has been in place over the last two winter
snow seasons (at least the last season for sure — memory test for us). Here is the general understanding for sanding

services:

The City of Madras Public Works Department will provide sanding services to the ODOC's primary access road —
Ashwood Road between the City limits and the entrance to the ODOC facility (where it departs from Ashwood
Road).

The timing of sanding will occur in accordance with the snow removal policy where the priority routes (i.e.
school, hospital) are done first and then this route is to be sanded.

To help clarify, when the Public Works Departments sands B Street/Ashwood Road thhln the City, continue
sanding the Ashwood Road grade on out to the prison entrance.

As part of this understanding, ODOC will permit with Jefferson County on the sanding operation for the City to
perform. And ODOC will follow permit requirements including any sanding removal from road shoulders in the
spring or time as designated by Jefferson County.

The Basis of these services are multi-fold: 1) Safety (biggest issue), and 2) ODOC s a large employer/customer of
the City of Madras. In the past, Mike Morgan proposed no charges for this service as they are intermittent in
nature and are in a good faith effort for the things ODOC has and will do in the future for the City (i.e. cost share
for WW, inmate work crew, new jobs, etc.). | do not see any reason to change this informal policy at this time.

The City of Madras Public Works and Police Departments purchase their fleet fuel from
Jefferson County Public Works. Currently, the City (along with other fuel station users) pays a
13 cent surcharge per gallon of fuel purchased to help cover the County’s fuel station repairs and
maintenance costs.

This IGA includes the 13 cent surcharge plus an additional five cent per gallon of fuel
purchased for capital replacement expenses for new fuel station tanks. This new five cent
surcharge is being assessed to all fuel station users in an effort to create a fuel tank replacement
plan, since the existing tanks are at or near their lifespan.

SUMMARY:

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN
JEFFERSON COUNTY AND THE CITY OF MADRAS
FUEL STATION SURCHARGE

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between Jefferson County, a political subdivision of
the State of Oregon, hereinafter referred to as “Jefferson,” and the City of Madras, a municipal
corporation, hereinafter referred to as “City.”

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, ORS 190.010 authorizes each party to enter into an agreement for the performance of any
and all functions and activities that the other party has the authority to perform; and

WHEREAS, Jefferson County operates a fuel station which includes fuel tanks, fuel pumps, tracking
software and related equipment, hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Fuel Station”; and

WHEREAS, the Fuel Station was installed in 1991 and due to its age, Jefferson County anticipates the
need for capital improvements in the near future; and

WHEREAS, Jefferson County desires to establish and Fuel Station users, including the City, desire to
contribute to a capital replacement fund through a fuel surcharge for the eventual replacement of Fuel
Station facility elements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants herein contained, it is
mutually agreed as follows:

1. COUNTY’S OBLIGATIONS.

1.1  County will operate and maintain the Fuel Station in accordance with State of Oregon
laws, rules, regulations, and industry standard practices. County agrees to provide
adequate notice of any closures required for maintenance and/or repair of Fuel Station.

12 Jefferson County will charge and collect a $0.05 per gallon surcharge in addition to the
current $0.13 per gallon maintenance charge. This fee is set for the first five years of this
agreement and can be increased by the Jefferson County Board of Commissioners after
the five year period and consultation with City. In the event Fuel Station services are no
longer offered by Jefferson County, Jefferson County will refund all collected and
unspent capital replacement funds to City in proportion to the fuel volume consumed
during the course of this Agreement.

1.3 Jefferson County will maintain the Fuel Station surcharge collected under this Agreement
in a fund separate from its general fund and will use such funds solely for the purposes of
Fuel Station capital improvements contemplated by this Agreement. County will provide
City an accounting of the surcharge collections upon request.

2. CITY’S OBLIGATIONS.

City agrees to pay the capital surcharge as implemented in the fee schedule adopted by the
Jefferson County Board of Commissioners. City understands that any money paid into the
capital replacement fund is forfeited in the event City terminates this Agreement or no longer
utilizes the Fuel Station sufficiently to qualify for tax exempt fuel status.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/DURATION

This Agreement is effective July 1, 2016. This Agreement terminates June 30, 2031, unless
sooner terminated in accordance with paragraph 4 of this Agreement.

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon 30 days written notice to the
other party.

Subject to this section, this Agreement will be binding upon and inure
to the benefit of each of the parties and each of their respective administrators, agents,
representatives, successors and assigns.

6. AGENCY AND PARTNERSHIP

7.2  To the extent permitted by Article XI, Section 10, of the Oregon Constitution and the
Oregon Tort Claims Act, ORS 30.260 through 30.300, City shall defend, save, hold
harmless and indemnify Jefferson and its officers, employees and agents from and against
all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, liabilities costs and expenses of any nature
resulting from or arising out of, or relating to the activities of City or its officers,
employees, contractors, or agents under this Agreement.

7.3  Neither party shall be liable to the other for any incidental or consequential damages
arising out of or related to this Contract. Neither party shall be liable for any damages of
any sort arising solely from the termination of this contract or any part hereof in
accordance with its terms.

8. NON-DISCRIMINATION

Each party agrees that no person shall, on the grounds of race, color, creed, national origin, sex,
marital status, age or sexual orientation, suffer discrimination in the performance of this
agreement when employed by either party. Each party agrees to comply with Title VI of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964 as amended, Section V of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 as amended,
and all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and rehabilitation statutes, rules
and regulations. Additionally, each party shall comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act
of 1990 as amended, ORS 659.425, and all regulations and administrative rules established
pursuant to those laws.

9. ATTORNEY FEES

In the event an action, lawsuit or proceeding, including appeal therefrom is brought for failure to
fulfill or comply with any of the terms of this Agreement, each party shall be responsible for its
own attorney fees, expenses, costs and disbursements for said action, lawsuit, proceeding or
appeal.

10. NO WAIVER OF CLAIMS

The failure by any party to enforce any provision of this agreement shall not constitute a waiver
by that party of that provision or of any other provision of this Agreement.
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11. SEVERABILITY

Should any provision or provisions of this Agreement be construed by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be void, invalid or unenforceable, such construction shall affect only the provision
or provisions so construed, and shall not affect, impair or invalidate any of the other provisions
of this Agreement which shall remain in full force and effect.

12. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS

The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement.

13. APPLICABLE LAW

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Oregon.

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ORDINANCE NO. 892

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MADRAS ESTABLISHING TIME, PLACE, AND
MANNER REGULATIONS CONCERNING RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA

PRODUCERS, PROCESSORS, WHOLESALERS, LABORATORIES, AND
RETAILERS.

WHEREAS, the City of Madras (“City”) has all powers that the constitutions,

statutes, and common law of the United States and Oregon expressly or impliedly grant
or allow City; and

WHEREAS, the Madras City Council (the “Council”) finds that the characteristics,
operations, and potential impacts of recreational marijuana producers, pProcessors,
wholesalers, testing laboratories, and retailers necessitate (@) the establishment of
particular reasonable time, place, and manner regulations for such operations, and (b) a
separate permitting process for such operations; and

WHEREAS, City desires to reasonably regulate recreational marijuana operations in
an effort to protect the public health, safety, and welfare.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Madras ordains as follows:
1. Findings. The above-stated findings are hereby adopted.

2. Purpose. The purpose of this Ordinance No. 892 (this “Ordinance”) is to
minimize any adverse public safety and public health impacts that may result
from allowing recreational marijuana producers, processors, wholesalers, testing
laboratories, and retailers to operate in City's incorporated limits by (a) adopting
particular reasonable time, place, and manner regulations, and (b) a separate
permitting process for such operations.

3. Definitions. For purposes of this Ordinance, the following terms and phrases
have the meanings assigned to them below:

“Administrator” means City’s city administrator (or his or her designee) and/or

any other City officer, employee, or agent appointed by the Council from time
to time.

“Business(es)” means the recreational marijuana business operated by the

marijuana processor, producer, testing laboratory, wholesaler, retailer, and/or
any combination thereof.

“Cannabinoid” means any of the chemical compounds that are the active
constituents of marijuana.
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“Company principle(s)” means a person who is a director, officer,
shareholder, manager, member, or partner of an entity or has a controlling
interest in the entity through his or her ownership or control of 10% or more of

the ownership in the entity or 10% or more of the total investment interest in
the entity.

“Controlled substance(s)” means a substance designated as Schedule | or

Schedule Il controlled substances by the Code of Federal Regulations Title
21, Chapter ll, Part 1308.

“Convicted” means an adjudication of guilt upon a verdict or finding entered in
a criminal proceeding in a court of competent jurisdiction.

“Financial interest” exists when a person, the person’s immediate family,
and/or a legal entity of which the person is a company principle (a) receives
or is entitled to receive directly or indirectly any of the benefits of a business,
(b) rents or leases real property to the business for use by the business,
and/or (c) lends or gives money, real property, or personal property to the
business for use in the business. For purposes of this definition, monies
owed to suppliers or contractors for the reasonable cost of goods and
services received does not constitute a financial interest in a business.

“Marijuana” means all parts of the plant Cannabis family Moraceae, whether
growing or not; the resin extracted from any part of the plant; and every
compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture, or preparation of the plant
or its resin.

“Marijuana processors” means a processor required to be licensed under
ORS 475B.090.

“Marijuana producers” means a producer required to be licensed under ORS
475B.070.

“Marijuana testing laboratory” means a facility that conducts testing of
marijuana products as required by ORS 475B.555 and is required to be
licensed under ORS 475B.560.

“Marijuana wholesalers” means a wholesaler required to be licensed under
ORS 475B.100.

“Marijuana retailers” means a retailer required to be licensed under ORS
475B.110.

“Minor(s)" means any person under 21 years of age.

“Person(s)” means an individual.
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“Zoning ordinance” means City Ordinance No. 864, as amended.

4. Annual Permit Required. The company principle of each business operating in
City’s incorporated limits must possess a valid annual recreational marijuana
permit issued under this Ordinance and must comply with the requirements of all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances, including,
without limitation, this Ordinance. The permit term will be for a fiscal year,
beginning July 1 and ending June 30 of the immediately following year. The
permit must be obtained and renewed contemporaneously with the company
principle’s obtainment and renewal of City’'s business license. Permits are non-
transferrable. A separate permit must be obtained for each form of business
even if operated on the same premises or under the same ownership.

5. Permit Application; Renewal; Updates; Termination; Fees.

5.1 Initial Application; Fee. Application forms for recreational marijuana
permits will be available at Madras City Hall. Applications for initial and
renewal permits must be submitted to City and signed under penalty of
perjury. At the time of submission of an initial permit application, the
applicant must pay a permit application and investigation fee. The permit
application and investigative fee amount will be set from time to time by
Council resolution. No portion of the fee is refundable if a permit is denied
or operation of the business is discontinued for any reason. A separate
permit application must be submitted for each proposed business location.
The permit application documents may be included as part of City's

business license application materials and must contain, at minimum, the
following:

(@)  The location of the proposed business;

(b) A description of the type, nature, and extent of the business to be
conducted;

(c) A description of the proposed accounting and inventory systems for
the business;

(d) Certification that the proposed business is licensed to conduct
business in compliance with Ordinance No. 849, City's business
license ordinance, and in compliance with all applicable federal,
state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances;

(e) Certification that the proposed business has met the requirements

of all applicable land use and/or development laws, regulations,
and codes; and

() Such other information deemed necessary or appropriate by the
administrator to conduct any investigation and/or background check
(including names and fingerprints) of the company principles,
employees, volunteers, persons with a financial interest, and
persons or entities providing debt financing for the business.

Renewal Application; Fee. A permit renewal application will include
information similar in nature to that provided on the permittee’s initial
permit application and must be submitted to City not less than 30 days
prior to expiration of the permit. Permit renewal application materials may
be included as part of City's business license renewal application
materials. At the time of submission of a permit renewal application, the
permittee must pay a permit renewal application and investigation fee.
The renewal application and investigation fee amount will be set from time
to time by Council resolution. No portion of the fee is refundable if a

permit is denied or operation of the business is discontinued for any
reason.

Termination. A permit terminates automatically on June 30 of each year
unless a permit renewal application is prior approved. A permit terminates
automatically and without further act of City if any federal and/or state
statutes, laws, regulations, ordinances, and/or guidelines are modified,
changed, and/or interpreted in a manner by state or federal law

enforcement officials so as to prohibit operation of the business under this
Ordinance.

Notification of Changes. If a permitee is required to provide the Oregon
Liquor Control Commission with any update, notice, report, or additional
disclosure pursuant to OAR 845-025-1160 and/or any other state law
and/or regulation, the permitee will supply the same information to City
within the same deadline. If the supplied information necessitates a
modification of the permit, such as the change in business location, the
permitee will remit the applicable fee for an annual renewal.

. Operation Regulations; Permit Conditions. Except as otherwise expressly

provided under this Ordinance, each business must comply with the following
operating regulations, in addition to any and all other applicable federal, state,
and/or local laws, regulations, and/or ordinances:

6.1

Compliance with Applicable Laws. The business must at all times be
operated in compliance with applicable Oregon laws and regulations,

- including, without limitation, ORS chapter 475B; OAR chapter 845; this

Ordinance; all land use/development, building, and fire codes; and all
other federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances, including,
without limitation, those directly or indirectly relating to recreational

marijuana, including the payment of all fines, fees, and taxes owing to
City.

Oregon Liguor Control Commission Registration Required. Each business

must at all times be registered and in good standing under Oregon law.

Business License Required. Each business must have a current City

business license.

Production and Processing Restrictions.

(a) Co-location of businesses on the same premises is only permitted if
and as allowed under applicable Oregon law and in accordance with
the zoning ordinance.

(b) Subject to restrictions on certain forms of processing contained in this
Ordinance, processors will only be permitted to engage in the forms

of processing for which they have obtained applicable endorsements
under OAR 845-025-3210.

(c) No production, processing, and/or wholesaling may occur in any
outdoor area and/or in any structure where the production,

processing, and/or wholesaling is visible from outside of the
structure.

(d) Marijdan_a processors with an endorsement to produce cannabinoid
extracts or concentrates must comply with state requirements for
such production including, without limitation, OAR 845-025-3260.

(e) Marijuana processors with endorsements to produce cannabinoid
edibles must comply with all state requirements for such production
including, without limitation, OAR 845-025-3250.

On-Site Consumption _Prohibited. Marijuana, alcohol, and other

intoxicants must not be consumed, ingested, inhaled, and/or topically
applied anywhere on the premises of the business, except that an
employee of a business with a valid medical marijuana registry
identification card may consume marijuana during his or her work shift as

necessary for his or her medical condition as provided in OAR 845-025-
1230(6)(b).

Operating Hours. Daily operating hours for retailers and wholesalers must

be no earlier than 7:00 a.m. or later than 10:00 p.m., Monday through
Sunday.

Odors. Each business must utilize an air filtration and ventilation system
(and employ such other measures and means) that confines all
objectionable odors associated with the business to the business’s
premises. Odor control measures must be installed and operational prior
to commencing business operations. For purposes of this Section 6.7, the
standard for judging “objectionable odors” will be that of a reasonable
person with ordinary sensibilites after taking into consideration the
character of the neighborhood in which the odor is made and where the
odor is detected.

Disposal. Each business must provide for secure disposal of marijuana
waste, expired marijuana products, marijuana remnants, and marijuana
byproducts. Receptacles for such disposal must not be placed within the

business’s exterior refuse containers or otherwise outside of the control of
the business.

Business Location. Each retailer must not be located (a) at the same
address as any other business except as permitted under Section 6.4(a)
of this Ordinance, (b) within 1,000 feet of the real property comprising a
public or private elementary, secondary, and/or career school attended
primarily by minors, and/or (c) in any area and/or zone not expressly
permitted under the zoning ordinance. “Within 1,000 feet” means a
straight line measurement in a radius extending for 1,000 feet or less in
every direction from the closest point on the boundary line of the real
property on which the retailer is sited.

Signage. Signage will comply with any and all applicable sign codes.

Packaging of Edibles. All edible marijuana products sold and/or otherwise
transferred on a retailer's premises must (a) contain warning labels on the
outside of the packaging that state "For use only by adults 21 and older—
Keep out of reach of children," "It is illegal to drive a motor vehicle while
under the influence of marijuana,” and "BE CAUTIOUS" in bold, capital
letters, followed by "Cannabinoid edibles can take up to 2 hours or more to
take effect" (b) be packaged in a tamper-proof hard or soft-bodied
receptacle that is designed and constructed to be significantly difficult for
children under five years of age to open and that is sealed, opaque such
that the product cannot be seen from outside the packaging, closable for
any product intended for more than a single use or containing mulitiple
servings, and not brightly colored, depicting cartoons, or in the shape of
an animal or any other commercially recognizable toy or candy, and (c)

satisfies any and all applicable state requirements for packaging and
labeling.

Minors. No minor is allowed on any business premises. No minor is
allowed to enter the area of a business where marijuana is present.

Criminal Convictions. A person who has been convicted in any state for
any felony, including for the manufacture or delivery of a controlled
substance in Schedule | or Schedule Il, once or more in the five years
immediately preceding the date of application (or renewal) or twice or
more in the person’s lifetime may not be a company principle, employee,
and/or volunteer of the business or have a financial interest in the
business operated in City’s incorporated limits.

Accounting System and Records. Each business must have an
accounting system specifically designed for enterprises reliant on
transactions conducted primarily in cash such that revenue and expenses
are recorded as they are paid, regardless of when goods are received or
delivered, and sufficient to maintain detailed, auditable financial records.
If the administrator finds that the business’s books and records are
deficient in any way and/or if the accounting system is not auditable, the
business must modify the business’s accounting system to meet the
requirements of the administrator.

Record Keeping. Each business must keep and preserve records of all
sales made by the business and such other books or accounts as may be
required by the administrator. Each business must keep and preserve for
a period of at-least three years records containing at least the following
information, in addition to that information specified under Oregon law: (a)
true names and any aliases of the company principles; (b) true- names and
any aliases of employees/volunteers of the business; (c) true names and
addresses and any aliases of persons that have or within the preceding
year have had a financial interest in the business; (d) documentation
concerning costs related to transferring, handling, securing, insuring,
testing, packaging, and processing marijuana, and the cost of supplies,
utilities, and rent or mortgage; (e) the amount of money paid by a business
to a grower for each transfer of marijuana; (f) state and federal income tax

returns; and (g) any other additional information the administrator deems
necessary or appropriate.

Permit Display. Each business must display its current permit inside the
business location in a prominent place easily visible to persons conducting
transactions in the business and adjacent to the business’s business
license.

Sales and Transfers. Sales or other transfers of marijuana products on
the business premises must occur inside the business’s building and must
be conducted only between the business and buyer. No walk-up or drive-
through service is allowed.
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6.18 Mobile Retailers Prohibited. Mobile retailers are prohibited. No person
will locate, operate, own, allow to be operated, and/or aid, abet, and/or
assist in the operation of any mobile retailer that transports or delivers, or
arranges the transportation or delivery of, marijuana to a person.

6.19 Security System. FEach business must obtain and maintain a fully
operable security system that complies with applicable Oregon laws and
regulations. The security system will be maintained in good working
condition and will be in use at all fimes.

6.20 Worker Permits. All employees who perform work on behalf of an Oregon
Liquor Control Commission licensed marijuana producer, processor,
wholesaler, and/or retailer, including, without limitation, the licensees
working in a licensed business or managing information in the cannabis
tracking system, must possess a marijuana worker permit.

. Background Checks. City will send to the Madras Police Department the
information provided on each initial or renewal permit application. The police
department may conduct criminal background checks (or obtain the results of
background checks conducted by the Oregon Liquor Control Commission) to
determine whether any person specified therein (including, without limitation, any
person with financial interest, company principle, employee, or volunteer) has
any history of felony convictions in Oregon and will inform City whether ali
persons named in the permit application passed the required Oregon background
checks. Each business will provide City the results of criminal background
checks (including federal background checks) for any person specified in an
initial or renewal permit application including, without limitation, any person with
financial interest, company principle, employee, or volunteer, to determine if any
person specified therein has any history of federal or state felony convictions. If,
following an initial application or renewal, an additional person is proposed to be
a person with financial interest, company principle, employee, or volunteer, then
such person must pass the background check prior to assuming such position.

. Release: Indemnification.

8.1 Release of Liability. By accepting a permit issued pursuant to this
Ordinance, the business, business owners, persons with a financial
interest, and company principle(s) waive and release City and City’s
officers, employees, volunteers, agents, insurers, and self-insurance pool
for, from, and against any and all injuries, claims, demands, actions, suits,
damages, liabilities, costs, and expenses of any kind, including, without
limitation, attorney fees and costs, which arise out of or result from any
arrest and/or prosecution of the business, business owners, persons with
financial interest, company principles, employees, volunteers, clients,
customers, and/or any other associated persons for violations of any
federal, state, and/or local laws, regulations, and/or ordinances.

Indemnification. By accepting a permit issued pursuant to this Ordinance,
the business,. business owners, persons with a financial interest, and
company principle(s) will, on a joint and several basis, indemnify and hold
harmless City and City’s officers, employees, volunteers, agents, insurers,
and self-insurance pool for, from, and against any and all injuries, claims,
demands, actions, suits, damages, liabilities, costs, and expenses of any
kind whatsoever, including, without limitation, attorney fees and costs,
arising out of or resulting from in any manner the operation of the
business, including, without limitation, any bodily injury, personal injury,
sickness, disease, death, property loss or damage, and/or any other loss.

9. Permit Denial, Suspension, and Revocation; Penalties; Appeals.

Grounds for Denial, Suspension, Revocation. The administrator may
deny, suspend, or revoke a permit for failure to comply with this
Ordinance, for submitting falsified information to City or to the Oregon
Liquor Control Commission, and/or for noncompliance with any other City
ordinances or regulations or violations of federal, state, and/or local laws,
regulations, and/or ordinances. ‘

Notice of Revocation or Suspension. The administrator must provide to
the permittee written notice of any permit suspension or revocation and
reasons therefor by first-class US mail at least 10 calendar days prior to
the effective date of the revocation or suspension.

Appeal. A decision to deny, suspend, or revoke a permit may be
appealed by delivering personally a written notice of appeal to the
administrator on or before the effective date of the denial, suspension, or
revocation. Unless the administrator has declared that imminent danger
to the public will exist, the administrator's decision to revoke or suspend is
stayed pending appeal. The administrator will transmit the notice of
appeal together with the file of the appealed matter to the Council after
which transmission the Council will fix a time and place for hearing the
appeal. The Council will give the appellant not less than 10 days’ prior
written notice of the time and place of hearing of the appealed matter.

Violations: Infractions. Violation of or failure to comply with any provision
of this Ordinance is punishable upon conviction by a fine not to exceed
$500.00. City will be entitled to collect from any company principle
violating or otherwise failing to comply with this Ordinance City's
reasonable attorney fees and other fees, costs, and expenses incurred by
City to enforce this Ordinance, including, without limitation, any costs
incurred by City to audit a business’s records. Each day in violation
constitutes a separate offense. Business owners, company principles,

employees, and volunteers are jointly and severally liable for such
offenses.

9.5 Remedies not Exclusive. The remedies provided in this Section 9 are not
exclusive and will not prevent City from exercising any other rights and/or
remedies available under law, nor will provisions of this Ordinance prohibit

or restrict City or other appropriate prosecutor from pursuing criminal
charges under state law and/or City ordinances.

Public Nuisance Declared. Operation of any business within City’s incorporated

limits in violation of this Ordinance is hereby declared a public nuisance and may
be abated pursuant to all available remedies.

Examination of Books, Records, and Premises.

11.1 Examinations by Administrator. To determine compliance with the
requirements of this Ordinance, Oregon law, all land use/development,
building, and fire codes, and/or all other federal, state, and local laws,
regulations, and ordinances, including, without limitation, those directly or
indirectly relating to recreational marijuana, including the payment of all
fines, fees, and taxes owing to City, the administrator may examine or
cause to be examined by an agent or representative designated by the
administrator, at any reasonable time, the premises of the business,
including wastewater from the business, and any and all financial,
operational, and other information or documentation, including books,
papers, payroll reports, and state and federal income tax returns. Every
company principle is directed and required to furnish to the administrator

the means, facilities, and opportunity for making such examinations and
investigations.

11.2 Criminal Investigations. As part of the investigation of a crime or violation
of this Ordinance that law enforcement officials reasonably suspect has
taken place on the business premises, the Madras Police Department will
be allowed to view surveillance videotapes or digital recordings relating to
the business at any reasonable time.

11.3 Access. Without reducing or waiving any provisions of this Ordinance, the
Madras Police Department will have the same access to the business,
business records, and business operations as allowed to state inspectors.
Denial or interference with such access will be grounds for revocation or
suspension of the business’s permit.

Severability; Corrections; Automatic Repeal. All pronouns contained in this
Ordinance and any variations thereof will be deemed to refer to the masculine,
feminine, or neutral, singular or plural, as the identity of the parties may require.
The singular includes the plural and the plural includes the singular. The word
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“or” is not exclusive. The words “include,” “includes,” and “including” are not
limiting. Any reference to a particular law, statute, rule, regulation, code, or
ordinance includes the law, statute, rule, regulation, code, or ordinance as now in
force and hereafter amended. [f any section, subsection, sentence, clause,
and/or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid, unenforceable,
and/or unconstitutional, such invalid, unenforceable, and/or unconstitutional
section, subsection, sentence, clause, and/or portion will (a) yield to a
construction permitting enforcement to the maximum extent permitted by
applicable law, and (b) not affect the validity, enforceability, and/or
constitutionality of the remaining portion of this Ordinance. This Ordinance may

- be corrected by order of the Council to cure editorial and/or clerical errors.
Nothing in this Ordinance affects the validity of any criminal or civil enforcement
actions commenced prior to the adoption of this Ordinance; all City ordinances
existing at the time that such actions were filed will remain valid and in full force
and effect for purposes of those actions. This Ordinance will be automatically
repealed in its entirety and of no further force and effect without further action of
the Council if the 2016 ballot measure prohibiting (banning) the establishment
and operation of recreational marijuana producers, processors, wholesalers, and
retailers referred by the Council to City’s electors is passed (approved).

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 864, WHICH ORDINANCE ESTABLISHED

WHEREAS, the City of Madras (“City”) adopted Ordinance No. 864 establishing land
use zones and development regulations to govern the location of building structures and the
uses of land within City; and

WHEREAS, City adopted Ordinance No. 870 establishing certain time, place, and
manner regulations concerning medical marijuana dispensaries; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Land Conservation and Development was provided
notice of certain proposed changes to City's land use regulations concerning recreational
marijuana businesses; and

WHEREAS, City’s Planning Commission, after receiving public testimony, and
deliberating fully on the proposed changes, voted unanimously to recommend approval of the
changes to the Madras City Council (the “Council”); and

WHEREAS, the Council, after receiving public testimony on the proposed changes
during a scheduled public hearing on October 11, 2016, unanimously voted to approve the
recommended changes.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Madras ordains as follows:

1. Findings. The above-stated findings contained in this Ordinance No. 893 (this
“Ordinance”) are hereby adopted.

The foregoing amendments
supersede any ordinance and/or resolution provisions and/or policies in conflict with the
amendments.

3. Severability: Savings; Corrections; Automatic Repeal. If any section, subsection,
sentence, clause, and/or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid, unenforceable,
and/or unconstitutional, such invalid, unenforceable, and/or unconstitutional section, subsection,
sentence, clause, and/or portion will (a) yield to a construction permitting enforcement to the
maximum extent permitted by applicable law, and (b) not affect the validity, enforceability,
and/or constitutionality of the remaining portion of this Ordinance. Nothing in this Ordinance
affects the validity of any criminal or civil enforcement actions commenced prior to the adoption
of this Ordinance; all City ordinances existing at the time that such actions were filed will remain
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valid and in full force and effect for purposes of those actions. This Ordinance may be corrected
by order of the Council to cure editorial and/or clerical errors. This Ordinance will be
automatically repealed in its entirety and of no further force and effect without further action of
the Council if the 2016 ballot measure prohibiting (banning) the establishment and operation of
recreational marijuana producers, processors, wholesalers, and retailers referred by the Council
to City’s electors is passed (approved).

MARIJUANA RETAILER. Any establishment in, or premises, on which a person or entity
required to be licensed under ORS 475B.110 operates.

MARIJUANA WHOLESALER. Any establishment in, or premises on, which a person or entity
required to be licensed under ORS 475B.100 operates.

TIME, PLACE, AND MANNER RESTRICTIONS. City Ordinance Nos. 870 and 892 and any
successor ordinance(s), all as may be amended from time to time.

11._Applications for a specific type of Marijuana Business shall satisfy the additional standards
applicable to that type of Marijuana Business set out in subsection (C) through (H) below.

C. ADDITIONAL CRITERIA FOR MEDICIAL MARIJUANA DISPENSARIES

1. A Medical Marijuana Dispensary must not be located (a) at the same address as a
marijuana grow site registered under ORS 475B.420, (b) within 1,000 feet of the real
property comprising a public or private elementary, secondary, and/or career school
attended primarily by minors, and/or (c) within 1,000 feet of another dispensary, “Within
1,000 feet” means a straight line measurement in a radius extending for 1,000 feet or
less in every direction from the closest point on the boundary line of the real property on
which the Medical Marijuana Dispensary is proposed to be sited.

Formal Action/Motion that Council approves the construction services contract between the City
of Madras and Rocky Ridge Excavation for construction of the Hwy. 26 and Hess Street Sewer
Crossing in the amount of $83,566

DESCRIPTION:

The Hwy. 26 and Hess Street Sewer Crossing include installation of an 8” sewer main across
Hwy. 26 for approximately 100° at 15° in depth. Work includes labor, materials and equipment
to install the pipe per plans prepared by H.A. McCoy Engineering and Surveying.

STAFF ANALYSIS:

Staff informally solicited proposals from the following construction companies:
1. Rocky Ridge Excavation = $83,566
2. Latham Excavation = $197,282
3. Dry Canyon Construction = No Bid.

The Oregon Department of Transportation is planning to overlay Hwy. 26 from Earl Street North
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to Gumwood. The property owner of the apartment complex on the East side of the Highway
has been in need of City Sewer for some time but a project has never been able to get off the
ground due to the expense of boring the Hwy. Since ODOT is overlaying the Highway in the
spring they have allowed the Hwy to be open cut for installation of the utility. Staff wants to
take advantage of this opportunity and have a pipe installed under the highway to serve not only
the apartment complex but future development on the east side of the highway.

This project came as a surprise and therefore was not budgeted for. In order to construct the
improvements contingency from Wastewater Operations Fund must be transferred to Capital
Outlay.

The budget has $100,000 available in contingency and $35,000 available for sewer line
construction in capital outlay. Staff is proposing to transfer $50,000 from contingency to pay for
the improvements by resolution which will be proposed at a later meeting.

CONSTRUCTION SERVICES CONTRACT

This Construction Services Contract (“Contract’), is made and entered into this 11th day of
October, 2016, by and between the CITY OF MADRAS, a municipal corporation of the State of
Oregon, hereinafter referred to as “City”, and ROCKY RIDGE EXCAVATION & HAULING, an
Oregon Corporation, hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”.

PROJECT NAME: Highway 26 and Hess Street Sewer Crossing

WITNESSETH:

It is hereby agreed by and between the parties above mentioned, for and in consideration of the
mutual promises hereinafter stated, as follows:

1) EFFECTIVE DATE
This Contract is effective October 11, 20186.

2) DURATION
This Contract shall continue to be in effect until November 30, 2016 unless otherwise
amended in writing by both parties.

3) CONTRACTOR’S SERVICES
Contractor shall furnish all labor, tools, equipment, materials and services necessary
to provide the following services (the “Work”), as more particularly described in the
attached “Scope of Work”.
Contractor will perform no Work until a written “Notice to Proceed” has been
received from City, and Contractor will perform no Work other than that indicated in
the Owner’s Notice to Proceed.

4) CONSIDERATION
City will pay Contractor, according to the pay schedule provided in the Scope of
Work, a total of $83.566.00, unless a mutually agreed upon change order is
executed by City and Contractor. Contractor will invoice City for all Work performed.
Said sums will be payable not later than thirty (30) days following City’s receipt of an
itemized invoice from Contractor, together with supporting evidence, for actual Work
performed and materials purchased.
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5) PROGRESS PAYMENTS

City shall make progress payments under the Contract monthly as Work progresses.
Payment shall be based upon estimates of Work completed that are approved by
City. A progress payment shall not be considered acceptance or approval of any
Work or waiver of any defects therein. In instances when an invoice is filled out
incorrectly or when there is any defect or impropriety in any submitted invoice when
there is a good faith dispute, City shall so notify Contractor within ten (10) days
stating the reason or reasons the invoice is defective or improper or the reasons for
the dispute.

When the Scope of Work indicates prevailing wage is required, certified payroll
reports will be provided to the City Public Works Department prior to or in
conjunction with Contractor’s current invoice.

The City reserves the right to withhold retainage from any progress payment in an
amount not to exceed five percent of the payment. As Work progresses, the City
may in its sole discretion reduce the amount of the retainage and the City may in its
sole discretion eliminate retainage on any remaining monthly Contract payments
after 50 percent of the Work under the Contract is completed if, in the City’s sole
opinion, such Work is progressing satisfactorily. Elimination or reduction of
retainage shall be allowed only upon written application by Contractor, which
application shall include written approval of Contractor’s surety; except that when the
Contract Work is 97 1/2 percent completed, the City may, at its discretion, and
without application by Contractor, reduce the retained amount to one hundred (100)
percent of the value of the Contract Work remaining to be done. Upon receipt of a
written application by Contractor, the City shall respond, in writing, within a
reasonable time.

The retainage held by the City shall be included in and paid to Contractor as part of
the final payment of the Contract price. Contractor shall notify the City, in writing,
when Contractor considers the Work complete and the City shall, within 15 days
after receiving the written notice, either accept the Work or notify Contractor of Work
yet to be performed on the Contract.

6) TERMINATION FOR PUBLIC CONVENIENCE

City and Contractor agree that segments of the Work will be released as City
secures funding for each segment of the Work.

If City is unable to secure the full obligation of funding, City reserves the right to
delete the portions of the Work from the Contract and to not issue a Notice to
Proceed for all Work segments, and will release Contractor from the responsibility to
perform those segments of the Work.
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The Contract completion date will be adjusted by City as necessary to account for
delays in securing all necessary funds for the Work.

City may terminate this Contract in whole or in part whenever City determines that
termination of the Contract is in the best interest of the public, including but not
limited to non-availability of funding for some or all segments of the Work. City will
provide Contractor with seven (7) days’ prior written notice of a termination for public
convenience. After such notice, Contractor will provide City with immediate and
peaceful possession of the premises and materials located on and off the premises
for which Contractor received progress payments. Compensation for the Work
terminated by City under this provision will be paid pursuant to the attached Scope of
Work. In no circumstance will Contractor be entitled to lost profits for Work not
performed due to termination.

7) CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

The “Contract Documents” shall include, as applicable: the Invitation to Bid; the fully-
executed Bid Proposal made by Contractor on the 29" day of September 2016; any
performance or payment bond indicated in the Scope of Work; this Contract, and the
plans and specifications, including any addenda. The full text of all said documents
shall by this reference be made a part of the Contract Documents as fully and
completely as if the same were fully set forth herein.

8) LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

Should Contractor fail to complete performance of the Work within the time
prescribed herein, the harm that will be caused by such delay will be impossible or
very difficult to accurately determine. Contractor agrees to pay City $0.00 per day as
agreed liquidated damages for the delay; not as a penalty, but as a reasonable
forecast of just compensation for loss and expenses for each and every calendar
day or fraction thereof elapsing between the specified substantial completion date
and the date the Work is actually substantially completed by Contractor.

9) INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR(S)

Contractor is engaged as an independent contractor, and will be so deemed for
purposes of the following:

A. Contractor will be solely responsible for payment of any Federal or State
taxes required as a result of this Contract.

B. Contractor is not entitled to any benefits generally granted to City employees.
Without limitation, but by way of illustration, the benefits which are not
intended to be extended by this Contract to Contractor are vacation, holiday,
sick leave, other leaves with pay, tenure, medical and dental coverage, life
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and disability insurance, overtime, comp time, Social Security, Worker's
Compensation, unemployment compensation, or retirement benefits.

C. Contractor is an independent contractor for the purposes of Oregon Workers
Compensation law (ORS Chapter 656). Contractor and any subcontractors
shall carry Worker's Compensation coverage for their respective workers
performing work under this Contract as required by law. Prior to the
commencement of Work under this Contract, from Contractor and all
subcontractors will provide proof of Workers’ Compensation coverage or
certify to City that Contractor or a subcontractor is an exempt employer.

10) PUBLIC CONTRACTING

Contractor shall comply with the public contracting provisions set forth on Exhibit A,
incorporated herein by this reference, as well as with all state and local laws
applicable to this Contract including ORS Chapters 279A, 279B, and 279C, the
administrative rules related thereto, and City of Madras Ordinance No. 808.

11)  INDEMNIFICATION AND HOLD HARMLESS

Contractor shall be responsible for any and all damage or injury to persons or
property caused directly or indirectly by reason of Contractor's activities in the
performance of the Work under this Contract, or the activities of Contractor's
employees or subcontractors. Contractor further agrees to indemnify, save harmless
and defend City, its officers, agents, and employees from and against all claims,
suits, actions, damages, costs, losses, and expenses in any manner resulting from,
arising out of, or connected with any such damage or injury.

12) DISPUTE RESOLUTION

The parties agree that in the event there is any dispute between the parties arising
out of this Contract, prior to filing suit or entering into arbitration, the parties shall
make a good faith effort to mediate the dispute, with a mediator agreed upon by the
parties, or if the parties cannot agree, by a mediator assigned through the Circuit
Court for Jefferson County.

13) CONTRACTOR NOT AN AGENT OF OWNER

It is agreed by and between the parties that Contractor is not carrying out a function
on behalf of City and City does not have the right of direction, or control of the
manner in which Contractor delivers services under this Contract, or to exercise any
control over the activities of Contractor, other than to specify the desired results.

Contractor does hereby acknowledge however that inspection of the Work will, from
time to time, be made by City.
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14) PARTNERSHIP

City is not by virtue of this Contract, a partner or joint venturer with Contractor in
connection with activities carried out under this Contract, and shall have no
obligation with respect to Contractor’s debts or other liabilities of any nature.

15) INSURANCE

In conjunction with all services performed under this Contract:

A

Liability Insurance. Contractor shall obtain, at Contractor's expense, and
keep in effect during the term of this Contract, Commercial General Liability
Insurance covering bodily injury and property damage in a form and with
coverages that are satisfactory to City. This insurance shall include personal
injury liability, and products and completed operations. Combined single limit
per occurrence shall not be less than $1,000,000, with an annual aggregate
limit of not less than $2,000,000.

Automobile Liability Insurance with limits of not less than $500,000 combined
single limit or split limits of $250,000 per person, $500,000 per occurrence
and $250,000 property damage.

. The minimum insurance limits above may be met by use of an excess or

umbrella policy.

Insurance carried by Contractor under this Contract shall be the primary
coverage, and the City’s insurance is excess and solely for damages or
losses for which the City is responsible. As evidence of the insurance
coverage required by this Contract, the Contractor shall furnish certificate(s)
of insurance to City prior to its issuance of a Notice to Proceed. The City of
Madras, its officers, agents, and employees shall be named as an additional
insured on such certificate(s). The certificate(s) of insurance shall be
accompanied by a copy of the additional insured endorsement. There shall
be no cancellation, material change, potential exhaustion of aggregate limits
or failure to renew insurance coverages without thirty (30) days written notice
from the Contractor to the City.

Contractor shall immediately notify City upon natification to Contractor that
any insurance coverage required by this Contract will be canceled, not
renewed, or modified in any way.

16) NON-DISCRIMINATION

Contractor agrees that no person shall, on the grounds of race, color, creed, national
origin, sex, marital status, or age, suffer discrimination in the performance of this
Contract when employed by Contractor. Contractor agrees to comply with Title VI of
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the Civil Rights Act of 1964, with Section V of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and
with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and rehabilitation
statutes, rules, and regulations. Additionally, each party shall comply with the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, ORS 659A.142, and all regulations and
administrative rules established pursuant to those laws.

17) MODIFICATION OR AMENDMENT

This Contract shall not be modified or amended except by subsequent written
amendment of the parties, or through an appropriate change order.

18) NOTICE.

All notices required or permitted under this Contract shall be in writing and
shall be deemed sufficiently served if delivered by Registered or Certified
Mail, with return receipt requested; or delivered personally; or delivered via
fax or e-mail (if provided below) and followed with delivery of hard copy; and
in any case addressed as follows:

Any dispute or claim that arises out of or that relates to this Agreement, or to the
interpretation or breach thereof, or to the existence, scope, or validity of this
agreement or the arbitration agreement, shall be resolved by arbitration before a
single arbitrator in Madras, Oregon, in accordance with the then-current arbitration
rules of the Arbitration Service of Portland, Inc., and judgment upon the award
rendered pursuant to such arbitration may be entered in any court having jurisdiction
thereof. A party may seek from a court an order to compel arbitration, or any other
interim relief or provisional remedies pending an arbitrator's resolution of any
controversy or claim. Any such action or proceeding — or any action or proceeding
to confirm, vacate, modify, or correct the award of the arbitrator — will be litigated in
courts located in Jefferson County, Oregon. Each party consents and submits to the
jurisdiction of any local, state, or federal court located in Jefferson County, Oregon.

No
waiver of either party at any time of the breach of, or lack of compliance with, any
conditions or provisions of this Contract will be deemed a waiver of other provisions
or conditions hereof.

SEVERABILITY

Contractor agrees that each provision contained in this Contract will be treated as a
separate and independent provision and that the unenforceability of any one
provision will in no way impair the enforceability of any other provision contained
herein.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Contract contains the entire agreement and understanding between the parties
with respect to the subject matter of this Contract and contains all of the terms and
conditions of the parties’ agreement and supersedes any other oral or written
negotiations, discussions, representations, or agreements. Contractor has not relied
on any promises, statements, representations, or warranties except as set forth
expressly in this Contract.

Contractor shall make payment promptly, as due, to all persons supplying to the
Contractor labor or materials for the performance of the Work provided for in this
Contract. [ORS 279C.505(a)]

Contractor shall pay all contributions or amounts due the Industrial Accident Fund from
the Contractor or Subcontractor incurred on the performance of the Contract. [ORS
279C.505(b)]

Contractor shall not permit any lien or claim to be filed or prosecuted against the state or
a county, school district, municipality, municipal corporation or subdivision thereof, on
account of any labor or materials. [ORS 279C.505(c)]

Contractor shall pay to the Department of Revenue all sums withheld from employees
under ORS 316.167. [ORS 279C.505(d)]

Contractor shall demonstrate that an employee drug testing program is in place. [ORS
279C.505(2)]

For demolition, Contract shall contain a condition requiring the Contractor to salvage or
recycle construction and demolition debris, if feasible and cost-effective. [ORS

For lawn and landscape maintenance, Contractor is required to compost or mulch yard
waste material at an approved site, if feasible and cost-effective. [ORS 279C.510(2)]
